They
will then be informed that they are
efficially in the service of the United
States and will reasscmible at a cen-
tral point, probably the Western
High School.

Those who do not desire to spend
the night in the District Armory will
be given permission to go to their
homes after filling out oMcial blanks
and will report on SBeptember 5th, at
a central point tn be determined,
probably the Union Station

The moment the local boaurde have
knowledge that any of the men sum-
moned has failed to appear at the
stipulated hour, they will turn thelr
names over to the police with instruc-
tions to “bring the men In."

All men who were rejected because
of underwelght will bave to be re-
examined by the local boards, and
their fitness determined according to
the new weight standard of the pro-
vost marshal general.
