Covering by Short Interests Given
as Cause for Better Trend.

(By the Isternatiedal News Service.)
New York, Aug. 24.-The stock mar-

ket today showed a sharp and de-
cisive reversal in trend and with the
forward movement which advanced
prices one to three points in both the
industrial and railroad lists was a di-
rect reflection of overnight improve-
ment in sentiment.
The prime cause was the announce-

ment from Washington fixing the
price of anthracite coal.
Although there is said to be some

quiet investment buying, it is probable
that the advance in securities prices
today was largely due to the absence
of pressure and the covering of shorts
by way of adjusting accounts for the
week-end. The entire list moved for-
ward from the outset,. with here and
there an exception. but the volume of
trade was much smaller than yester-
day.
In the afternoon the movement was

stayed, but lack of pressure by the
bear traders. prevented extensive re-

actien. The steel and copper groups
gained one or two points and the oil
shares rallied from yesterday's weak-
newa. The shipping, motor and to-
bacco shares were conservatively
strong. The munitions and equipment
issues were in good demand. Such
apecialties as Wilson and Company.
Pittsburgh Coal. Great Northern Ore.
and so on. made gains of two to five
Points. Reading with three point gain
led the rails and was followed closely
by Rock Island. Missouri Pacific. Eric,
New York Central and St. Paul.

In the late session prices receded
somewhat from the top, but chariges
were not considerable. except in the
tobacco shares. Trading died down
to a mere drifting course.
Financial cIrcles were interested in

iting buyers, whose purchases of sta-
ie articles have rendered house trade
more active, especially at centers that
cater to the crop-:;rowing regions.

Writers to Supply Books.
Besides pushing its campaign to

raise 1.000.000 for the construction.
equipment and operation of sol-
diers' libraries at the thity-two
cantonments and camps of the coun-
try and also supplying the sailors
and the sick and injured with
books, the committee on camp li-
braries of the American Library
Association has begun the recruit-
ing of authors to lhelp lighten life
for "the boys" in quarters, at the
front and on the sea.
So far one hundred, and twenty-

five writers have been drafted. with
a total of about six hundred and
fifty volumes.
Heaviest of the conscriptions is

that on Harold Bindless. author of
adventure tales, who is down for
twenty-eight books, with Sir A.
Conan Doyle at twenty-one and
Charles Dickens and Robert W.
Chambers at twenty each. And
prominent in the list is Mr. Tyrus
Raymond Cobb. better known to
fame as "Ty," who once wrote a
book which he called "Busting
'Em."
The list is not based merely on

books popular in libraries, for a
study was made of the books that
soldiers actually are fond of read-
ing at present. Book stores were
examined to ascertain the titles
most called for by men: the section
on military tactics was submitted
to the War Department and ap-
approved by the military authori-
ties. and numerous titles were in-
cluded after consultation with rep-
resentatives of the National War
Work Council of the Young Men's
Christian Association.

In the list of books to be used
for over-seas camps, the committee
on camp libraries feels that many.
if not all, books on the present war
should be omitted.
By request, a special list is be-

ing compiled for the mess boys and
the younger men in the service.
