It will give every man
confidence in himself and in his com-
rades and will Insure steadfastness In
the face of the enemy.

However, close-order drill
vield thess results—it will be worse
than useless—unless {t {s learned
thoroughly and practiced with snap
and precision. You must drill, drill
drill. It is one of the most essential
steps in your iraining.
