WAR WILL KILL OFF
MANY MINOR CLUBS

Few, if Any, Leagues Will Be in
Operation During 1918 Season.

By JOHN H. FARRELL,
Secretary of the Natlional Association
of Professional Baseball Clubs.
Auburn, N. Y., Sept. 16.—The minor
leagues this year have experienced
the toughest sledding they have seen

for twenty years at least.

The declaration of war and the pro-
muilgation of the rules and regulations
governing' the drafting for the army
have almost compietely occupied the
attention of the public, especlally in
the smaller cities,

The loyal minor leaguers stood the
strain as long as they possibly could.
When they reached the ULreaking
point they confidently looked to the
national board, which is the minor
league governing body, for relief and
help from a condition that had not
existed before for fifty years. In all,
some twelve leagues applied for relief
from the burden, after making great
financial sacrifices.

After due consideration the board
directed a ruling which has brought
about peace of mind among minor
league club owners to a great extent,
for through this ruling territory and
the title to players has been protected

The rd felt that a crisis entirely
beyond the control of any human be-
ing existed: that the situation was not
of the making of the club owners,
due to extravagant operationsg or any
other cafise, and that the request of
several 1 had a g i basis.
All were more than eager to preserve
their organizations, and the board, as
the father of ‘the family, was their
natural haven in distress.

With the ruling which protects

players and territory until such
time as the national board may
see fit to maks further rulings

or the war comes to an end, the
temper of the minor leagues s now
reconciled in so far as possible to
conditions.

The hands of the minor leagues
are virtually tied by conditions they
cannot control, and for this reason
it is more than probable that 1918
will see but few, if any, minor
leagues in operation. It is to be
hoped and expected that the leagues
will exhaust every possible effort
before giving up the struggle, yet
it is the consensus of opinion that
should the war continue minor
leagues in general should suspend
operations for that period.

It is believed that the rest given
minotr league territory would bring
minor league baseball back with a
bang the following year. The club
owners and board members feel that
the players, fully realizing the un-
usual conditions caused by the war,
will glady and willingly co-operate,
thus retaining local league organ-
jzations and thereby guaranteeing
employment for thousands of play-
ers in the future.

There is no way of computing
the actual losses of the minor
leagues due to the war. That they
have been tremendous is a cer-
tainty, for with patronage thread-
bare and many players taken in the
draft, the minor league magnates
have becen buffeted about om the
stormiest financial sea which they
have ever attempted to sail. That a
few of the minors finished the sea-
son is a big tribute to the stability
of the National Association, for
those who went through did so only
by shouldering losses in the aggre-
gate, and few club owners will be
able to show profits.

We can recall no world series in the
past that was not arrayed with any
number of Interesting incldents, here
and there, but out of the lot there are
four high spots which Is some way
seem to loom above the rest,

These four high spots embrace pitch-
ing, batting, the best individual play
and the best all-around play for the
entire series.

Pitehing.

World series may go to indefinite
lengths but no man can ever hope
to lve long enough to see Mathew-
son's work in 1%5 surpassed, or even

tjed.

The Batting Top.

Lank Hank was
no mighty slugger through the year
but upon that one week's occasion he
nrose to dizzy heights that no one
has yet seen.

The One Star Play,

The greatest single play we ever saw
in a world series developed In the final
game of the 132 geries whervin the
Red Box finally overthrew the Giants,

Seven games, had been played, with
three victories for each and one draw.

Doyle crashed Into one of Bedient's
curves for the mightiest wallop of
the serles, The dirive started far out
over Harry Hooper's head in right
The Red Sox star raced back until he
came against 1the wire féence bordering
the field of play.

As Hooper came within a stride ot
the fence he saw the ball was EoInE
to clear the barricade for a home
run. He not only had to leap high
for the cateh, but the jump, as Speak-
er explains it, threw hlm out of posi-
tion and he was forced to reach with
his bare hand over the wire for the
catch.

This play cost the Glants the series.
“It was,” says Tris Speaker who had
run up to within a few yards of the
cateh, “the greatest single play I
ever saw or ever hope to see. With
Hooper thrown out of position at the
time it was physically impossible for
him to reach that ball. Yet he did.
How 1 will never know., I've never
seen an outfield catch betore or after
that even approacbed it.”

And to add to its general effect it
saved and won the longest world
series ever played under the new
order.

The Star All-Arounder.

The best all-around display of
world serles baseball that we have
seen belongs to Charles Lincoln Her-
z0g In the same Red Sox-Glant series
