OF EQUIPMENTI

This and Construction De
lay Hinders Mobiliza-

tion of Army.
Secretary of War Baker yesterday

afternoon said that shortage of equip-
ment in certain cantonments and con-

struction delays in others had inter-
ferod with the schedule for the
mobilization of the national army.
The situation as it stands Is this:

One cantonment, Camp Lewis, at
American Lake, Washington, mobil-
ized even the first three increments
of its quota. At several camps notj
more than :0 per cent of the second
increment has been mobilized.
Baker declared that the situation

was in no way serious and would be
remedied within a short time, but the
fact that all the forces are not yet
mobilized is sufficient refutation of
unfounded reports recently spread
broadcast that the national army
would be on its way to France by
February. there to complete its train-
ing behind the battle front.
"A shortage of clothing at two

camps has delaypd the mobilisation
there." said he. "Overcoats and other
articles of apparel are not yet avail-
able at these camps in sufficient quan-
tity. There has been some cdnstruc-
tion delay at other camps. But there
is nothing about it to cause the slight-
est worry. It is only a question of
a short time before these matters will
be remedied."

1 Health Due to Overwork
Cause-Judge Lovett Is
Temporarily Named.

Owing to il health due to overwork.
Frank A Scott has resigned his posi-
tion as chairman of the War Indus-
tries Board. Secretary Baker yes-
terday made public his acceptance
of his resigaation expressing at the'
same time deep regret that it had
been tendered and assurance that the
services which Scott has rendered to
his country were fully appreciated.
Judge Robert S. Lovett, the vice!

chairman, will act temporarily as the
new head of the board, and it is al-
most certain that he will later be
selected as the permanent chairman.
Hand in hand with Scott's retire-

ment, which was due to no other
cause than that of ill health. the agi-
tation which has been assuming farce
proportions lately for a general re-

organisation of the War Industries
Board. has come to a head.
President Wilson has been urged to

reshape this body and substitute for
it a Department of Munitions, foundec
upon lines similar to that existing at
present in England. Several advan-
tages are named for this course. Under.
the authority with which it Is at pres-
ent located, the War Industries Board
works at a slight disadvantage owing
to the fact that by Congressional ac-
tion having forbidden it to make any
contracts for the government direct
and is permitted to act in the main
in an advisory capacity.

Critieism Ba. Arisen.

Even though its members were un-

able to negotiate for the sale of com-

modities in which they were inter-
ested to the government, the mere

fact that the powers exercised by them
are so large that much criticism has
arisen.
