T0 BUILD MORE
CAPITAL SHIPS

Next Congress Will Appro-

priate Money For Larger
Navy Vessels, Report.

While desiroyers and submarines
and other comparatively small craft
have Ilately constituted the mnaval
building program, the next Congress
will probably keep the construction of
battleships more to the front. This
was practically admitied yesterday by
Senator Swanson., of Virginia, acting

chalrman 6f the Senate Naval Com-
mittee.

“The trend now is for smaller
craft,” he said. ““We need plenty of
destroyers and submarinez. But we
should keep up the regular balance all
the time,

“I cannot make predictions in ad-

vance. But I'am sure the next bufld- |

ing program will include enough bat-
tleships to maintaln the regular
ratio.

“We cannot tell what the nest two
or three years may bring forth.
impoasible to foresee the course of
events,. Wa may need bdattleships a
few years hence a great deal worse
than we necd them now. We should
&t least be prepared for anything.”

The buliding program has since the
declaration of war been based largely
oo the theory that Great Britain
would take care of the heavy power
of the German fleet, while the United
States would look after the coast de-
fense, the Atluntic patrol and “the

warfare.
