POULTRY PRICE
MAY TAKE DROP

Food Administration Orders
Immediate Sale of Birds

in Storage.

New York, Nov. 16 —Drastic action,
ordered today by the Food Adminis-
tration, may greatly cheapen the
price of frozen poultry to the con-
sumer, The order directs:

1. The immediate sale of all poul-
try in storage from last year to avold
penalty for hoarding food under the
United States War Act.

2 The =ale of 17,18 pounds of
frozen turkeys before Thanksgiving.

3. The eale of a similar amount of
frozen turkeys before New Year,

4. The sale of all poultry now In
cold storage before March 1, 13§

Poultry in Storage.

Reports from warchouses
throughout the country revealed 45-
200,00 pounds of froz=n poultry now in
storage. Of this 353035 pounds con-
sist of turkeys, or 242 per ecent more
turkeys than were in storage last
year,

The Urner-Berry Company queried
the Food Administration and its re-
sponse, In which the above order was
embodied, was received today. It was
signed by the United States Food Ad-
ministration, by W, F. Priebe, poultry
and égg perishable food di-
vision.

Later in the day the following was
received from the Food Administration
at Washington:

“In order to eliminate the wasteful
practice of farmers selling and ship-
pers buying and shipping immature
turkeys we request that you notify
shippers that young hens from sia-
tiong north of Texas and Oklahoma
should welght not leas than eight
pounds and young gobhlers twelve
pounds, From Texas and Oklahoma
hens seven pounds and young gobblers
twelve pounds. To comply with this is
a patriotie duty."
