That has been trus of
“wSouth America, and the late Norman
B. Ream spoke of it a few days after
the European war broke out as a Ger-
man method which American manu-
facturers had been compelled to face,
« often unsuccessfully, while seeking
moarkets in Australia and the Far
East.

Now that Germany can no longer
subaidize, at least until after the war
is ded, her facturers who are
sseking forelgm markets, we are be-
sinning to see the effect of the with-
drawal of that paternal patronage in
our own trade relations with South
America. Probably the Federal au-
thorities will be able by and by, after
having analysed our international
trade with other nations, also to show
the affect of the withdrawal of Ger-
many from foreign markets and the
cessation of her competition upon our
own trade with other countries.

Vast Growth Shown.

It would have besn Impossible to
report that in elght months of this
calendar year the United States sold
and sent to South America commodi-
ties of the value of §158,000,000 had Ger-
man metheds still prevailed in the
South American countries. Further-
more, by reason of war conditions and
the imperative need of our industries
for various kinds of raw material, we

4 have Imported from South America
commodities which chiefly enter Into
- manufactures of the aggregata money
value of $433,000,000.

This Is an Increase of nearly $300,000,-
000 over the money value of the im-
, bortg from South America in the year
1914 It is to be one of the most im-
portant of the considerations to which
American industry must soon give
heed how this great trade can be
maintained and increased after the
war is ended.

f course. our government will not
subsidize American manufactures, Our
industries can, showever, maintain
themselves and increase their markets
im South America by adopting several
methoda, One is the granting of long
credits. Accommodations of this kind
wers freely given by the German
manufacturers, who before the war so
greatly commanded the South Ameri-
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It is for the most part manufactured
products that South Amerioa is now
seeking from the United Btates. In

more than $100,000,000,
eight montha of 1917 as compared with

e first eight months of 1¥l4, is due
té the export of our manufactured
articles. It is a falr inference that we
are gradually capturing South Amer-
lcan markets for our cotton cloth. Be-
fore Germany lost her South American
trade shéd was the chlef rival of Great
Britain in the South American mar-
kets for cotton goods, although a pe-
culiar kind of cotton goods was ex-
ported to South America from Aus-
tria,

How great has been our increase in
the export of cotton goods since 1714
is illustrated by the fact that we sold
to the South Ameriean peopls in eight
montha of this year cotton Eoods of
the value of $5,000,000, although in tha
corresponding months of 1914 we found
great difficulty in marketing as much
as $2,000,000 worth of cotton goods.

This increased market for cotton
goods In South America means a great
deal to the highly developed cotton
manufacturing industry of the Bouth
It may explain in part why it has been
commercially practicable to establish
a chain of cotton manufacturing
plants which bisects North Carolina
and penterates South Carolina, whaose
power is furnished by the hydro-elec-
tric plants.

Iron and Steel Exports.

Detailed reports of the money value
of the fron and steel manufactured
products exported to South America
are not now at hand, but they must
constitute much the larger part of
the increase. We shall have at the
close of the year a very large debi
balance upon our international trad
with Bouth America. Very likely ft
will amount to as much as 0, 008,000,
This will prove to be of great ad-
vantage to the South American na-
tions. !

How greatly we are dependent upon
South America for raw material,
much the greater part of which we
formerly bought from other nations,
Is shown by the report which tells
of our Imports of wool, copper and
Indla-rubber. Of course we have,
since tha Chile nitrate ficlds were
developed, Imported large amounts of
nitrate, But the time is not far back
in the pnst when our ghief imports
from SBouth America were coffee and
hides, Our textile manufacturers
have been compelled to turn to Sopth
America for supplies of wool, d
how greatly the South American na-
tions have served us in the wool
emergency is shown by the fact that
our manufacturers in elght months
bought nearly §100,000,000 worth of
wonl, or a little over $3,000,000 more
than they paid for wool which was

NEWSPAPER L0G CUTS
DOWN COST OF FUEL

F. H. Albee Invents New Method of
Maintaining Good Fire.

Boston, Nov. 15.—F. H. Albes, of
Hyde Park, has invented a “news-
paper log” and has quit worrying over
the high cost of fuel.

His log will burn three-gquarters of
an hour. He declares it will give a
better fire than a hod of coal.

Here is Mr., Albee's recipe for mak-
ing this newspaper log: Spread news-
papers, four or five sheets folded once
on a table with folded end towara
you and begin to roll in fairly tight
roll: before the first sectlon is com-
pletely rolled insert a second section;
add newspapers until a roll from two
to three inches in dlameter iz made,
Before finishing the last section of
the roll fold back all the shects ex-
cept the outside one, so that only
ona sheet remains. This should be
pasted down with paste or mucilage,

You will now have & =olid roll of
paper about ecizhteen Inches long,
which for convenience sake should be
cut In two or three plecca. The “news-
paper log" may be cut with an ordi-
nary saw like firewood E plece
should be then saturated wi kero-
sene. A cuart or two may be poured
in a tin pail and the rolls, inserted
end on end, should be left to soak
there for several minutes. From time
to time they must ba turned in the
oil in order to insure complete satura-
tion.

He says that two or three of these
rolls lighted in your fireplace will pro-
duce the warmest, brightest fire you
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have ever kindled.
