He bas not accomplished the impossible, as some
people think. The persistent iteration of the ssfogan
that the Hindenburg line has been :broken, lec!u_lically
frue as It may be, is misleading to the layman. Berlin
is right in saying that the British have not “broken
through” for the simple reasbm that the system of
french lines beyond Cambrai simply precludes the pos-
gibility of much more immediate “fighting in the open.”
As soon as the British advance slackens—and it is
glready slackening—the Tommies will dig themselves
in, as Gen. Maurice says, and that means the resump-
tion of trench warfare. 3

Whether Cambrai falls in the near future or not,
its value to the Germans is lost. It is a railroad cen-
ter, and the British guns, now within two and a half
miles; can dominate all its supply depots and its trac-
tion. It would not be surprising to see the Germans
gvacuate the city in the face of the terrific fire that is
now being leveled against it. And the evacunation of
Cambrai will be the precursor of a general and sub-
stantial German retirement.

The possibility of far-reaching results from the
Byng drive along the Scarpe-St. Quentin sector” should
delude no one into false logic. The tremendous ar-
tillery assanlts on Paschendaele ridee, the whole Ti-
tanic conflict in Flanders, were an essential prelimingry
*to the events which took place a few miles to the soudl.
Gen. Maurice says:

took part in it.”

It may be that another colossal old-line attack, pre-
ceded by artillery bombardment, will give the French
and British another such gelden chance as that which
they seized last Tuesday.
