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Who knows but that the historian of the future
will assert that the Waterloo of Germany. came when
President Wilson created a war dictatorship and placed
William Gibbs McAdoo at the head of it-?

What greater victory for civilization could be imag-
med than a historic decision which means that the
concentration of American power will swiftly proceed
to the point where it is ready to gtrike, ad to strike
with unexampled force?

Every passing hour makes the government opera-
tion of the railroads of this nation loom larger-assume
greater signif~ca in relation to the wile vast pano-
rama of the war. It is not too much o say that the
man who dominates the railroads of the United States
dominates the nation itself. The sman who can weld
them into a solid, compact, frictiolems unit has the
mightiest sword of war or peace in his hands that men

have ever seen-one that makes the Kaiser's shining
weapon look like a pin in contrast.

But we would not stop at calling Mr. McAdoo
railroad dictator of the country. Any one who knows
his Washington knows that oicAdoo has his finger
in every pie. The influence of this most masterful
character extends everywhere. His enemies have railed
at it and excoriated what seems to be his limitless lust
for power. But war has power to trapsmute even

brass into gold, and to turn vices into virtues. Today
the country has reason to thank heaven it has a man

on the job in Washington who wants power and
knows he wants it, whose courage and initiative have
no limit, who is ready to scour the government cata-
combs dean of red tape and piffling time-servers, and
is not afraid to regiment and harness the whole indus-
trial structure of the country to make the United States
a real, honest-to-goodness war-making power.

Mr. McAdoo is out to get results and "deliver the
goods." The Lord pity thi man who stands between
him and his goal! There is hardly any doubt that he
will succeed with the railroads, for the railroads have
everything to gain and nothing to lose in following his
lead to the letter.

But the Secretary of the Treasury now assumes

a larger relation to the war even than as railroad dic-
tator-in a sense he can be regarded as the executive
end of the tremendous war-making power lodged in
4he White House. The President trusts him implicitly.
'He has unlimited faith in his judgment and his power
to get things done. The McAdoo horoscope is as

clearly written on the horizon as if it were written in
a book.

There is the chance, of course, that our new hero
will be a failure. That might not be the American
Waterloo, but it would be perilously close to it.

Tiur's a Dilerence.
We hope that you read that fine article by George

W. Perkins, one of the country's foremost business
men and financial experts, in which he declared that
our country is as unprepared for peace as it was for
war and that co-operation, not competition, is to be
our economic and industrial salvation. It is well to
know just where gentlemen of Mr. Perkins' environ-
ment, association and development stand.

Mr. Perkins laid particular stress on our govern-
ment's present supreme efforts to combine, consolidate
and co-ordinate the railroads and other big industrial
undertakings and added:

"The very things which our government fought
for so many years, using the Sherman law as its
weapon, it ii now trying to achieve, regardless of the
Sherman law. And its course is the only possible
one."

Naturally enough, Mr. Perkins largely overlooks
the difference between combination and co-ordination
by the government in behalf of all the people, as in
war times, and combination and co-ordination by in-
dividuals or groups, in behalf of a few individuals or
corporations.

We are making the government one big autocratic
trust, for war purposes. Uncle Sam is a close cor-
poration and we propose to wipe out all competition
to his business of making war. He is to be one grand,
complete, impregnable cinch. The only reservation is
our power to wipe out the cinch when we so desire.

Mr. Perkins and others of his make-up car.:ot
fail to see that government's policy of combination and
co-ordination is doing so much for the whole nation
that return of such policy to the hands of individuals
and corporations is becoming more and more unlikely
every turn of the wvheel. There may be a rush for
combinations, when peace comes, but there will be a
nice big U. S. traffic policeman at the corners, with
his little "Go-Stop" signals.

It is not alone the Kaiser who is saying to his
people: "We can win the war if YOU hold out and
'carry on.' "

Statesmen in other nations have this characteristic
monarchical habit of "passing the buck" to the masses.
It is their unwilling tribute to the fact that every last
man of them is degendent on popular psychology and
public opinion. The Kaiser, of course, exalts the mili-
tary man at the explense of the civilian, hut he is too
wise and cunning not to know that the war is now
being fought not in the front-line trenches, but in theSheart and mind and spirit of the toiling millions behind

Sthe lines-the millions who are just beginning to throw
his3 heel off their neck.

Morale to the German Emperor means merely ab-
ject public subservience to his will. To Great Britain
and France and Italy and America it means something
different-it means the glow of the people's faith in- the

*righteone of the cause they are fighting for and
'hdef that life with as unbroken and unconqueredPresian .nuliltary ring. runing amnuck in the world1-ai not be worth living.
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A considerable number of American editors are still
harping oan the matter of assistae- for Russia. Some
Teaton autocrat will have to walk Into dsr sanctums'
and set ire to their hair before day'l realize that this
war Is not an affair of charity and atraiem, wholly.

The only thing which we can, in safety, deliver to
Russia, at this time, Is mkatdry, which costs nothing,
and this war is certainly a Vomerof cost., Any ma-
terial aid which we might render, at this crisia, would
Snally mean aid and comfort to our enames, Germany
and Austria, unless we are ready to aid those Russians
who are mating war on the Dolshevild. '

We are getting comparatively little demite and re-
liable information as to what is transpiring in Russia,
but we know, for certain, that such government as she
has is selling out Russia, and our own caus, to Ger-
many. "The bear that walked like a man" has legene-
rated to a bear that smoops around like a dachshunad,
and, so fir as our war policy is concerned, it makes no
difference whether the selling out is solely for the Ger-
man money that's in it, or because of the Bolsheviki's
sincere desire for peaceb

Our business is strictly war with Germany and Aus-
tria, and we've got to keep our eyes solely on the effect
of other governments' action upon our prosecution of
that business. The Bolsheviki government may not
truly represept the people of Russia, but It is surely
doing things that will inevitably cost us thousands of
lives and hundreds of millions of dollars. Every pound
of assistance we might give the Russians, as dis-
tinguished from their Bolsheviki government, would be
encouragement to them to continue their consent to
such government.

We staked the Czar to some hundreds of millions,
and he was secretly dealing with Germany, unbeknown
to us. What high-class fools we would be to assist
people that are parties to the same treachery, openly!
