The major league races thig year
were highly Interesting. In the
American League the fight for the
pennant was a battle to the finish
between Boston and Chicago, and
the return of the American League
champlonship to the West was =
boon to baseball. In the National
League the New York Giants had
more or less of a walkaway, yet
the rise of two Western clubs—the
Reds and Cardinals—and the per-
sisteney with which the Phillies
clung to McGraw's trail kept up
the interest.

‘When the White Sox and  the
Giants came together-for the world
champlonship ia October the West
was bolling with enthusiasm, and
when the White Sox triumphed iIn
six games the world champlonship
returned to the West for the first
time since 1909, when the Pirates
defeated Detroit. The fact that
New York and Chicago, the two
largest citieg in the country, were
involved In a" world's series for the
first time in baseball history, also
lent glamour to the big series last

s fall.

Since the baseball season closed
the minors and majors have held
their annual meetings, and with
the exception of the International
Legague, which is expected to close
its parks In 1918, and a few of the
smaller minor leagues which falled
this year, the baseball fraternity is
planning to go ahead as best it ean.
