Ml·· Johnstone doesn't permit It to
interfere with her career, and she
tolls harder than the average wom¬

an would think of doing to perfect
herself in her chosen art.
There are singing lessons, dancing

instructions, seaness with th· dress¬
makers, appointments with artists
who want to paint her, conferences
with her chef of the "Justine John¬
ston· Little Club,'* and numberless
other business Interruption« which
all go to consume* her valuable time.
¦Work.endless, tireless toil.is Jus¬
tine Johnstone's panacea for worn·*
an's' ills. Imaginary and otherwise.
To feel that one is doing something,
and doing It well, th· actress ar¬
gues, is a joy. Some years aen-not
ao many at that.Justiaa Johnston«

waa playing one of the unborn chil¬
dren in "The Blue Bird." Later on
.he appeared under «Ziegfeld'» man»
agement In "Tbe Follies," and final¬
ly waa given a «peaking part In
"Oh Boy." After reaching thl· point.
Miss Johnstone's rise waa rapid, and
now aha is the (tar of the Messrs.
Shubert's amailngly amusing and
surpassingly sensational musical
revue, "Over the Top." Justine John-
stone Is of Swedish parentage and
has the royal blood ot the Berna-
dotte» in her veins.
When the story of her great suc¬

cess reached King Gustave, h· com¬
missioned Anders Zorn to paint her
portrait, and the picture now hangs
In the Royal Gallery in Stockholm.
Howard Chandler Christy and Har¬
rison Fisher almost came to blows
over her. as each wanted her for a
model.

Canadian Veteran Who Lectures at
Belasco Gives Advice.

Tn spite of hi» two years of war.
Private Peat, who comes here on

February 24 to «peak at the Belasco
Theater, is one of the happiest people
on earth. He ha.« a »mile that it was
worth going to war to get. and he is
optimism from the sole» of his feet up.

So we
replied with a chorus of bombs, and it
started too much trouble. I do hope
the camp singing your soldiers sre
having will keep your boys from fall¬
ing Into this little trap of our enemy
aerosa the way."
