ARGENTINA'S
ATTACHES QUIT
HON CAPITALS

Break with Teutonic Powers
Presaged by Buenos

Ayres Action.
The Slate Department yesterday re¬

ceived official notification that the Ar¬
gentina military attach·· had bean
withdrawn from Berlin and Vienna.
Capt Klnkel.n, an Argentinian officer
on special duty In Berlin, was also
ordered to return. The officers ara
required to report at Bueno» Airea
within three month».
The Argentina Embassy refused offi¬

cial comment on the Incident but
from quarters familiar with the »Itua-
tlon In Buenoa Airea there came word
that the move definitely presages the
long expected break between the two
governments. It I· presumed to hav·
baten decided upon with the torpedo¬
ing of a »hip In th· Mediterranean
while flying the Argentine flag.
It la also commented upon here that

the move has been made Just before
th« arrivai m Buenos Airea of Rom.ilo
S. Naon. Ambassador to the United
State·, and ardent advocate of a break
with Germany. Dr. Naon waa sum¬
moned to Buenos Aires for a con¬
ference with his government over the
German situation and It 1« known that
he la prepared to urge a break with
Germany on the strongest of grounds,
independent of the development» of
the last few days
Announcement that the Dutch ships

chartered by the United state» will
be used to carry wheat from Argen¬
tina was also greeted as a substantial
Indication of the course Argentina will
follow. Argentina haa tha greatest
wheat orop in its history and it had
been reported here that much of It
had been pledged to German agents.
Agreement to ship the wheat to the

l'nited states Is regarded as Indicat¬
ing that the South American re¬

public will soon effect a commercial
break with Germany aa drastic aa the
diplomatic break already indicated.

TRAINING CAMP SICK
LISTED BY RED GROSS

Organization Will Furnish Informa¬
tion on Army Cantonments.

Exact Information concerning the
condition of sick and Injured sol-
dlera In training camp» in thi·
country Is to be transmitted to their
relatives by a special Red Cross
service.
In compliance with a request

from Secretary of War Baker, the
big war relief organisation haa an¬
nounced its Intention of extending
to the cantonments of this country
the hoaplt·! Information service
that it maintains In France.
Red Cross representatives will

have accesa to the dally lists of
admissions and evacuations from
the military hospitals and be per¬
mitted to talk to the »lek. They
will be expected to keep families
informed of the condition and pro¬
gress of man in hospitals and also
to write lettera for those unable to
write themselves.
While a service of this sort ha»

been maintained among the Ameri¬
can expeditionary force In France
since their arrival. It was not real¬
ised until recently that there was
pressing need, of workera in train¬
ing camp· here to keep the famillrs
of sick soldiers In personal touch
with their boy».

? g h t i n g when Pltckett's men
charged th· I'nion soldier« at
Gettysburg. H· wa» severely
wounded in thl» battle while rar¬
ing for a Confederate officer, who
died in his arm».

Mr. Parker who wa» ? 7 year· old,
resided In Washington since 1882.
He wa» a Mason and a member of
the G. A. R. He I· survived by his
widow and two sons.

EVENT WOULD STAND OUT IN
WORLD HISTORY AS A PERFECT
INSTANCE OF RETRIBUTIVE JUS¬
TICE.
For the German autocracy I» large¬

ly responsible for the Ha· of the Bol¬
sheviki to power tn Russia. German
agents preached the doctrine unceas¬
ingly in an the large center· of Rus¬
sia. The Kaiser gave «afa conduct
tn the exiled Lenin· that he might
go from Switzerland to Russia to
help the work along. Germany be¬
lieved the Bolsheviki least capable
of all elements in Russia to carry
on the war or to sat Up stable gov¬
ernment. The Kaiser expected to be
able to work his will with the Bol¬
sheviki In the matter of annexa¬
tion».
Austrian and Hungarian regiments

on the ea»tern front were supplied
with the outline of a definite system
of propaganda for the "poisoning"
of the Russian troop». In the fra¬
ternization between Russian and Ger¬
man troop» that resulted from the
armistice, the Kaiser's forces preach¬
ed unceasingly the laying down of
arms an«) th· setting up of a workers'
government.
The Kaiser's men »ucceeded In

poisoning the Russian». But recent
events have indicated that In the
process, they, too, became poisoned.
The first manifestation of this came

in the almost open refusai of th« Aus¬
trian and Hungarian troops to move
from the East to the West front for
the big drive which the Kaiser had In
mind in December.
If Bolshevikism were good for Rus¬

sia, would It not also be good tor
Austria and Hungary, the·· troop«
asked ?

DU PONTS TO BUILD
U. S. POWDER PLANT

Smokelets Explosive to Be Made
Near Nashville. Tenn.
-a

Wilmington, Del., Feb. 2..The United
State· government has commissioned
the duPont Engineering Company to
act aa its agent in the construction of
a smokeless powder plant on the Cum¬
berland River near Nashville, Tenn.
This plant will be similar to the one
on which the government began work
a month ago near Charleston._W. Va.
DuPont official» »ay that as this Is

government work they are not at lib¬
erty to discus» either the price to
be paid, the terms of the contract,
or the proposed capacity of the plant.
The two plants, it was announced

at Washington at the time the first
contract was let, will have a com¬
bined capacity of 1,000,000 pound» of
powder a day. The coat of these
.plant», according to Secretary Baker,
was to be about 190,000,000.
Th« duPont «urveyor» have already

been cent to the field to make topog¬
raphical maps of the land, which was
purchased in th« name of the gov¬
ernment a few weeks ago. These sur¬
veyor· will be followed by construc¬
tion gangs and the work will be
pushed rapidly.
Dr. Allea C. Bteekdale, motrt di¬

vine of Toledo, Ohio, who 1« devot¬
ing his time to improving the moral
conditions surrounding forts and
camps, la In Washington to deliver
a series of lectures to the soldiers.

Austrian government toward peace,
eventa In Russia hav· undoubtedly
put a courage Into th« Socialist» of
Oermany heretofore undreamed of.
During three year· of th· war th·

Scheidemann Socialists hav· nevar
tired of doing evil deed· for their
Kalaar. Committed to th· Baia··*·
plan of world conquest themselves.
they nevertheless preached Inter¬
nationalism and peace to the Social¬
ist« of other nation*. They urged
union at home and dissension
abroad. Their attitude wa« a« plain
a« if they had «aid In «o many
word· to the Socialists of other
lands:
"We will keep on fighting for th·

Kaiser. But you keep out of the
war. Cripple your government.
Make your country helpless befor«
Oermany. Help th· Oerman autoc¬
racy to win th· fight against dem¬
ocracy."
And the »«driest page In the his¬

tory of American Socialism bears
the record of how some of the lead¬
er» of the party In this country per¬
mitted themselves to be used to fur¬
ther the ends of the Kaiser'« So¬
cialist».
The masters of liVrrnjuiy akso ap¬

preciate the possibility of tbe wonder¬
ful industrial and commercial ma¬
chine that ha» grown out of the war.
And it is sot likely that they Will sur¬
render It to the worker« without a
struggle.

If a revolution comes in Germsny,

soldiers must be on the side of the
revolutionists. Kven so. It is likely
that a considerable part of the army
would continue to be loyal to the
Kaiser and civil war and bloodshed
would result.
Despite tbe almost perfect mobiliza¬

tion of industry In Germany, profll»
have not been abolished. The gun-
making Krupp», for Instance, since
the war began, have declared divi¬
dends as high as 36 per cent.
At present, however, the government

taxes away most of th« profits. Thus
the finances of Germany run In a
circle. The government taxes every
man. woman and child and gives the
money back to them In the form of
profits and wages. Round and round,
year in and year out, the money
keeps moving. What the government
does not take for taxes, it takes In
exchange for war bonds. The war
bond issues up tn this time aggregate
about sW.000.000,000 marks, or something-
less than CO.OW.OQO.OOO.

Record-break¬
ing number· of applications are com¬
ing in every day, as the campaign
closes February 12. Before this date
It Is hoped that 1,000.000 men will be in¬
sured.
Up to the close of business. Febru¬

ary 1. 15,692.750,000 had been written.
This represent· 669.sin persona Insured;
the average amount of Insurance be¬
ing 18,350.

Saturday has been substituted for

Wednesday during Lent aa a day
on which ao flesh meat» may be
used, while both flesh meat and 3»h
may be used at th· «am· meal, the
new rule· »ay.
Th· change in th· regulation»

wa« made in recognition of th« food
conservation efforts of the United
state» Food Administration In es¬
tablishing meatless and wheatlesa
day» and meals. The changes ap¬
ply to all Lenten season· .for the
duration of the war.

Flesh meat may b» uaed after
noon on Holy Saturday, however,
heretofore a day of strict abstin¬
ence.
Men serving In the army and

navy are permitted to eat meat on
all day· except Ash Wednesday,
Christmas Eve, Good Friday, the
vigil of the Assumption tnd the
forenoon ot Holy Saturday.

FLOUR PROFIT FIXED
AT 75 CENT» PARREL

Dealers Who Make More Will Be
Prosecuted.

Giving the public an idea of what
they «hould pay for flour and give
the dealer» ample profit, the Food
Administration last night announc¬
ed that th· gros« maximum profit
for wholesalers should be from 60
to 75 cents a barrel.

"Profit to retail dealer» in origi¬
nal mill packages," »ay· the notice,
"should not exceed from SO cent·
to Jl 20 a barrel, depending on the
character of »ervice performed.
Where retailers »ell In amounts les·
than the original mill packages, the
gross profit should not exceed 1 cent
a pound. Profits in excess of these
«vili causi Investigation. «Substi¬
tutes for wheat flour should not be
sold at more than a reasonable ad¬
vance over actual purchase price of
th« particular good· «old, without
regard to the market or replace¬
ment value at the time of auch
sala"

TRAVELER UNCOVERS
OLD HINDU TEMPLE

A. H. Arsitine Locates Remains in
Interior of Borneo.

Remains of an ancient Hindu.tem¬
ple have been found In east Borneo
by A. H. Ersklne, of New York, who
has just returned to this country from
a trip to tbe Island.
Photographs of the ruins hav· been

brought back by Mr. Ersklne he said,
which proved beyond question the ex¬
istence of the temple In Borneo. Its
existence on the island "has been a
moot question for years, and Mr. Ers-
kine's testimony anta, photographs are
expected to cause a sensation in in¬
terested circles when they are pub¬
lished.
Tbe temple lie« In East Borneo In

the domain of the Sultan of Kotal. Mr.
Ersklne, a traveler of note, made a
special trip Into the interior In »each
of the ruined temple. Guide· and an
escort were placed at his disposal by
the Sultan of Kotel, he said.
Many of the columna and parta of

the walls still remain standing. Mr.
Ersklne said, and are shown In the
photographs he brought back with
him.

NEED FEW WOMEN
AS FARM WORKERS

Jt may be advantageous to In¬
crease the number of women engag¬
ed In farm work before the end of
the year, It la asserted. No attemptshould be made, the committee

uaual number of women In agricul¬
ture or to train them for »uch work.

regarding th« wisdom of employing
women in the place of men on
farms. The time is not ripe for a
general adoption of Uhi change,
»the committee aaya. *
