COMMISSION ORDERS
CHANGES IN TRAFFIC

Erst Steps Taken to Enforce Street
Car Improvements.

Orders were issued yesterday by
the Public Utilities Commission by
which the ^Capital Traction Com¬
pany must put into operation re¬

commendations made by John A.
Beeler. consulting engineer of the
commission, in the firjt section of
Itis report on local traffic conci-
tions.
These orders contain provisions

/or double-berthing of street cars;
elimination of a number of stopping
places, creation of others; revision
of schedules of the Capital Traction
Company; and the introduction of
front-end fare collectors at princi¬
pal stopping points to facilitate in
loading.
Stopping places ordered are:
On Pennsylvania avenue at Four¬

teenth street, as at present.
On Fifteenth street at the south

building line of F street.
On New York avenue immediate¬

ly east of the junction of New York
and Pennsylvania avenues and Fif¬
teenth street.
On Pennsylvania avenue Just west

of its junction with New York
avenue and Fifteenth street.
On Fourteenth street north of H

street, as at present

SIX BOARDS TO PUSH
U.S. SHIPPING PLAN

Zone Directorates Will Be Estab¬
lished by Central Body.

Government shipbuilding is to be
speeded by decentralising the Ship¬
ping Board's power in six shipyard
zone directorates, supervised by the
six most capable shipbuildeis ob¬
tainable.
There will be three zones on the

Atlantic and Gulf coasts, two on
the Pacific and one on the Great
Lakes, comprising 132 shipyards.
Appointment of the six directors

has not been made, but organiza¬
tion will be delayed scarcely at all
following the board's choice, as

there la already a field personnel of
district managers, and they will re¬
main.
The zone directors are to have

full authority in operations within
their respective jurisdiction, not
only effecting a closer supervision,
but relieving the board and the
Emergency Fleet Corporation of
much detail.
The men to be selected will be

the heads of the leading shipbuild¬
ing companies in. the zone affected,
who will, in effect, co-ordinate all
the companies In each zone into ore
vast, unified and co-operative build-
ing enterprise.

J. H. Towle Testifies Emer¬
gency Fleet Corporation
Merely Expostulated.

More startling revelations about the
Hof Island shipyard came out yes¬
terday betore the Senate Commerce
Committee.
John H. Towle, who represented the

Emergency Fleet Corporation at the
Island, admitted that millions were
wasted In construction, while the fleet
corporation merely expostulated with
the American International Corpora¬
tion.
Francis H. Bohlen, of Philadelphia,

one of the owners of the island, said it
was optioned up to February or

March. 1917, at 11,000 an acre. Begin¬
ning negotiations in June, twice that
sum was paid for the land.
Mr. Towle, who was an Omaha civil

engineer, was sent to supervise the
construction of the yard on the bar¬
ren island. Inefficiency and delay
were evident everywhere, he said.
Sometimes 1.300 freight cars waited to
be unloaded.

Polity of Ship Board.
..Did the Shipping Board direct you

to remedy the situatioh?" asked Sen¬
ator Nelson.
"That was not the board's policy.
"What was the policy " asked Sen¬

ator Johnson, of California.
..The Emergency Fleet Corporation

took the stand that the American In¬
ternational Corporation assumed all
responsibility, and that the fleet cor¬
poration should not interfere."
"The American International Cor¬

poration did as it pleased?" inquir¬
ed Senator Jones of Washington.

"Yes."
"The situation has been changed,

It developed that Holbrook. Ca¬
bot and Rollins were to get a $1.-
.00.000 contract to build piers, on

which $335,000 profit was to be
realized.

It also came out that thirty days
ago. Stone and Webster who are
interested in the yard, agreed tojfurnish experts from their Boston
office for consultation, at 100 per
cent advance over their regular
salarUf-. The government was to
pay this advance. It was explained
that the usual custom was to
charge private individuals three
times the men's salaries.

Price Agreement Made.
Mr. Bohlen. who is a law profes¬

sor at the University of Pennsyl¬
vania, owned 400 of the 816 acres
used on the island for the shipyards.
Charles N. Black, of New York, and
his sister and brother own the re¬
mainder.
One night in June. 1917. said Mr.

Bohlen. a Philadelphia man named
Steinmetz telephoned his first inti¬
mation that the property was de¬
sired. He and Steinmetx went to
New York and visited oflices which
seemed to be both Stone and Web¬
ster's, and the American Interna¬
tional Corporation's. A "Mr.' Con-
nick" and Vice President Stevens,
of the Corporation refused to pay
$2,000 an acre.
A price of $2,000 was agreed

upon, the understanding being that
the New York men got $100 com¬
mission per acre on the sale to the
government. Later the government
refused to buy the land, and the
commission was called off, the flat
price being $2,000. The government,
however, holds an option on the
property.

In October 1916. an option of
$1,000 per acre was allowed to pri¬
vate individuals.
"The option expirecf in February

or March, 1917," said Mr. Bohlen.
"We were glad. We thought the
land was undervalued. "We re¬
fused an extension."
He explained that at the time of

the $1,000 option there ware no
railway facilities for reaching the
island.

Houston Eddy have been completed
by National Museum officials and the
collection soon will be placed on. ex¬
hibition.

be exhibited as a whole.

"Unless It 1« Impressed upon Fed¬

eral and District government em¬

ployes that they are subject to the
income tax. many will be penalised
for failure to make returns. There
seems to be a widespread opinion
that the tax. does not apply to thla
class of residents."
This was the warning given yes¬

terday by one of the deputy com¬
missioners of Internal revenue aid¬
ing Washington taxpayers to make
out their income tax returns. The
salaries of" officials and employes
of a State or political subdivision
of a State such as a city, county,
town or village are exempt from
the income tax provisions of the
war revenu» act of October 8. 1917,
but the exemption does not extend
to employes of the United States
government. The .Treasury De¬
partment has ruled that as District
employes are paid under the half-
and-half plan, they also are sub¬
ject to the Income tax. Returns
ar» required of every unmarried
person in Federal or local govern¬
ment service whose net income for
1917 was 11.000 or more and of
every married person whose net in¬
come was $2,000 or more.

Peaalty far Slackers.
The penalty for failure to make

return on time Is a fine of not less
than $20 nor more than $1,000 and.
in addition, 50 per cent of the
tax due. As every government de¬
partment is required to file with tne
Commissioner of Internal Revenue
a report of the wages of $800 or
more paid to each employe during
the year, there will be no difficulty
In checking up delinquents.
Hundreds of District taxpayers

are taking advantage of the free
service offered by the revenue offi¬
cers at the Legal Building, Eighth
and G streets northwest, to file their
returns.
Some novel questions are pre¬

PIPE RECORD SOARS

24,000 Present Count; Fuel Lack
and Weather Cause.

Statement* made by officials of the
Washington Gas light Company, at
the re-opening of the hearing for in¬
creased gas rates, before the Public
Utilities Commission yesterday, show
that Washington's frosen gas pipes
during the present winter increased
from 2,400 of last winter, to 24.000.
Lack of coal and the extreme cold

weather was cited as causes of the
big increase
Testimony taken yesterday was

practically all purely technical. An¬
drew J. Sangster. expert accountant,
who prepared figures for the
tion of the gas company for the
utilities commission, and his as¬
sistant. J. H. Bott. were on the stand.
The relative use of coal and oil in

the manufacture of gas was brought
out in an examination of Sangster
by Commissioner Gardiner.
The expert declared that he had

found that the cost of gas to the
consumer represented twice the cost
of manufacture.
The cost of oil in the manufacturing

cost of gas figures at 48 per cent,
while the cost of coal represents 33 1-3
per cent of the cost of manufacture.
Sangster said that increased cost

of labor and materials had been
taken into consideration when experts
were engaged In compiling valuation
statistics.
