her heels and hands, you know, so

that she can dance and play ten¬
nis. and golf with them and do
things to make them comfortable,
and make them feel like Solomons
because they know so much more
than she does."
"Lucky girl." exclaimed a pretty

young woman who was listening to
this description of the masculine
ideal, "there's nothing that the av- Jerase man has such a horror of as
intelligence in a woman. He a as

frightened of it as children are of,
a bugaboo. Now I m still in my
sweet-and-twenties. I'm not bad.
looking. When it comes to dancing,
athletics, and even to flirting 11
can tread a measure with even the
silliest debutante.
..Consequently when I meet a
