fore being assigned definitely.
The Norwegian sailing ships

were taken over in order to con¬

trol freight rates and character
of freight. The board already had
considerable power over these
vessels in its authority to grant
or refuse clearance to them, but
its control will now be complete.

Prejudicial to Fighters.
Such an attempt either to incite

or order a local or general strike
is unjustifiable and dangerously pre¬
judicial to the »ives of our sons and
brothers fighting in France for the
safety of the home, freedom and de¬
mocracy the world over. In addi¬
tion, such an agitation as has been
inaugurated can only react against
Mooney.
''"Men of labor, let jis. with all fllir-
minded citizens, endeavor to secure
justice for Mooney. but let us put
forth our efforts on a line that wil?
insure commendation, not condemna¬
tion coupled with failure."

American and Italian troops In ample
numbers to meet any first German
thrust.
Th* Petit Farisien declares that

whereas the object of the just ended
drive was to separate the allies, it has
had the exactly opposite effect.

Ofeaslve Perfeets Co-operatioa.
.'Never,'* says the Petit Parision,

"have allies stood more flrmly to-
kether, bouhd by more powerful ties.

The Ger-
man offensive has perfected the co¬
operation among us and among our

Reports to British officers here Indi¬

cate quiet throughout the west front.
The French reports also show nothirg
more than raids snd artillery activity.
The French communique again refers
to activity on the Toul sector and t»ay»
that the French and Americana have
regained aH the trenches captured by jGermafl storm troops.
It is pointed out that the Toul sector

has oeen the most active 011 the front
for seventy-two hours. This indicates
that It may be the scene of the re¬
newal of the German effort.

Predicted . Week Ago.
Such a development was predicted

a week ago. It was pointed out then
that the loKioal place for the Ger¬
mans to turn their attention to was
the junction between French and

'American forces after they had tried
the junction between the French snd
British, and the British. Belgians and
Portuguese. It was then stated that
the attack at Toul or in Lorraine
would be postponed until the Germans
had cleaned up either the Ypres or
Arras salient.
The course of the battle has ex¬

actly followed this prediction during
the week and seems now to be fur¬
ther fulfilling it. The Germans first
tried and failed to wipe out the Ypres
salient, from which the British part-
ly withdrew in order to save its
base. Likewise the next German at¬
tack was directed at Givenchy in an
effort to break down the Arras sa¬
lient toward Bcthune. Both these
operations having apparently been
brought to a fruitless stop, many
observers believe that the Toul sec¬
tor will be next and 'that the Ger¬
mans are developing there a process
of feeling out its defenders.
"But," cautions a Canadian vet¬

eran of Ypres, "you won't get any¬
one to make a prediction as to where
the next attack is going to be. No¬
body here knows. If we did know
we wouldn't tell."

WAR AGAIN URGED
ON BULGAR AND TURK

The British marines who have been
here and along the railway for months
have been welcomed by the Bolshevikl
and have done extremely effective
work in preventing disorders between
the White and Red guards in the ter-
ritory where they are engaged.

Reinforcementa were sent to thoee
marines.
