Rigid enforcement of the traffic reg-
ulationa in the congested distriet ly-
ing between Pennsylvania avenue, I
sireet, Bevernth and Seventeenth
streets Is hereafter to be:the order
of the day. Traffic policemen have
been given strict orders to that effect
and Lieut. Headley and Bergt. Shel-
by were strictly enforcing rules yes-
terday. -
* Total ignorance of the regulations
in regard to the parking of cars dis-
played by many automobile owners
Was a surprise to the members of the
traffic squad.

Offenders Summoned.

In Instances of violations of the
regulations the police put cards in
the automobiles notifying alleged of-
fenders to appear at the first precinet
police statlon and deposit collateral
for théir appearance in court or to
meet the officer in court.

It is stated on the cards that the
regulations were enacted with o view
to providing the freest possible use
of streets with the greatest conven-
lence to the greatest number and the
minimum los of life and damage to
property. Maj. Pullman advises aun-
toists to study, analyze and observe
the regulations, and make safety the
first consideration.
