Doyle meeting Charles F. *“Chuck™
Garland, the present national junior
champlon and a runner-up in last
vear's clay-court championships, while
two interesting doubles were =
at the conclusion of the golf.

The out-of-town participants in both
tennis and golf events, even down to
the caddies, volunteered their time and
sarvices and as a result of their efforts
about 34,008 was raised for this great
cause.

As a matter of fact, features wers
furnished at such a fast and furious
rate that it was as hard to keep up
with them as at a three-ring circua.
Besides the two sporting events, an

Barnes made it one up for his side
on No. 14 All were on In two but
he was the only one to sink his sec-
ond. again the others all missing out
by Inches. The sixteenth was a cinch
for Evans and McLeod as both were
dead to the hole from the tee and
each got a two. This made it all even
again as the next two holes were
halved.
