Utilities Commission Grants
Universal Increase; Tick¬

et Plan Abolished.
"Six tickets for a quarter" on the

street railways of this city is a

thing of the past. The Public Utili-
ties Commission yesterday issued or¬
ders to the effect that hereafter a

uniform rate of 5 cents per trip shall
be charged all passengers.
The new rate goes into effect im¬

mediately. The present system of
transfers will continue in effect for
the present. All tickets which have-
been issued by the companies, and
which are now in the hands of the
public, are valid until December 1.
Wi. or they may be redeemed at
their face value.

Order l» Universal.
The orders as issued by the com-

mission yesterday make the new rate
,of fare conditional upon the grant-
ing of "inter-company" transfers at
such points as the commission may i
determine. These points will be de¬
cided upon at an early date. The JCommissioners have appointed No-
vember 7 as the date upon which the
question will be first considered. On
this day the section around the
Navy Yard will be gone over and the
transfer points in that section de-
termlned upon. The reason for tak¬
ing up this section first is that in the
view of the Commissioners it is the jjmost lmpor'ant, and therefore de-
serves immediate action.
The petition of /the Washington

Railway Company and affiliated
companies for an increase in rates
was filed with the commission on
September 14. That of the Capital
Traction Company was filed on Sep¬
tember 23. Both petitions were treat¬
ed separately, but the hearings, held
on October 7. were on both petitions.
A separate order was issued to the

four other street railway companies
of the District, stating that they also
were to charge "> cents straight, al-
though no petition for such action j
had been filed with the commission.
These companies operate only * small
sections of track in the District, but ,j
It was thought by the commission
that in or«5er that the rate might be
uniform that they. too. should be
allowed the increase. They are: The
East Washington Heights Traction
Railroad Company. which operates
on Pennsylvania avenue southeast oe-

low Seventeenth street: the Washing-
ton-Virginia Railway Company, which
operates very little track in the Dis¬
trict; the Washington and Maryland
Railway Company, which operates its^.
Washington track under contract
with the Capital Traction Company,
and the Washington and Old Domin¬
ion Railway, which operates a line
over the Aqueduct Bridge.

To Improve Service.
The petitions of the companies de¬

clared that the increase in rate
which was asked for was necessaryj
to enable the companies to meet the
Increasing cost of materials, and n |
particular the recent increases In
wages of their trainmen. These in- |
creases were made on the demand of

. the men that they were entitled to the
I rate of pay ecommended by the na¬

tional V'ar Labor Board in its recent
Ir rulings in the cases of the great rail-

v way companies of Chicago. De °* '

Cleveland and Buffalo. The petition
of the Washington Railway axtd Elec¬
tric Company stated that these in¬

creases alone would result in an in¬

crease in the company's operating ex¬

penses of about 1112,000.
The commission points out in lis

order that th* crowded condition of
the city, while it has increased the
operating expenses of the roads, also
has increased the source of revenue
of the companies. It is further
pointed out that the public has been
forced to bear many hardships on ac-

count of crowded conditions, and
therefore it is only just that the com-
names should -bear their share of the
war's burdens, in improved service
and such other benefits to the public
as the commission may hereafter de-
termine. Just as every j>erson and in- I
stitution must bear its share."
Tn the testimony of the witnesses

of both companies it was admitted
that the service of the lines had not
at all times been up to the standard,
Provision is made by the commission
for the rapid improvement of the
service until it is brought up to the'
standard at which it should be main-
tained.

Transfer Qaentlon I)i*en**ed.
While many witnesses at the hear¬

ing pointed out that it would be im-
possible to grant free transfers at all
points, representatives of the various
citizens' associations insisted that
transfers could be issued at certain
points without materially lessening
the revenues of the companies. They
pointed out that this would relieve
congestion at many points. The order
of the commission affecting the ques-
tion of transfers says, in part:
"The question of free 'universal

transfers.' so-called, or more properly
speaking, free 'inter-company trans-1fers,' was discussed at length at the
hearing. The president of the Wash-
ington Railway and Electric Com¬
pany. as well as the vice president of
the Capital Traction Company, ad-
mitted that at certain points of inter-

" section of their respective lines free
transfers might be interchanged
which would be of great benefit to the
public, although it would not tend to J
increase the revenues of the com¬
panies. It was the opinion of the
witnesses, however, that no extensive
system of inter-company transfers
should be established without a care-
ful and complete investigation by the
experts of the companies and the
commission."
Commissioner Brownlow. chairman

of the Public Utilities Commission
and president of the Board of Com-
missioners. yesterday stated that the
increase was granted upon condition
that inter-company transfers be given
at such points in the Washington
Railway and Electric Company and
the Capital Traction Company's sys¬
tems as may be determined hereafter
by the commission.

BELGIANS FLEE GERMANS.
Civilians Seek Refuge in Holland,

Fearing Enslavement.
The great German retreat In Bel-

gtum has brought chaotic conditions
among the thousands of Belgians who
fear that they will be led into
slavery in Germany. A cable to the
local office of the Commission for
Relief in Belgium from Rotterdam
vesterday, states that at least 6.000
Belgian refugees have reached Hol¬
land. The cable states also that
refugees suffering from exposure and
grippe are crowding Brussels, but
t^t 32.000 civilians in Tournai re- |
fused to leave, although special trains
were placed at their disposition by
the Germans.
