Frenchmen that, while they were
bearing the brunt of the struggie on
the west front in the early years the
comparstively easy territorial con-
quests in distant theaters of war
should give the conquering power a
right to keep sll that she gained for
herself. But Americans need not
worry about these guestions, as the
Eood relations existing between
France and Britain will undoubtedly
enable an icable arra to
be reached. .

It 45 now known thet in 1917, just
befors the TRussian revolution the
French and Russian governments
concjuded an understanding to which
England was not a party, by which
France was to recelve the larger
Alsace-Lorraine of 1814 and a neu-
tral state was to be constituted out
of all other German territory lying on
the left bank of the Rhine, to be
garrisoned by French troops until
Germany had fulfilled all the condi-
tons of peace. This is a very dell-
cate subject, but personally 1 have no
doubt that France will withdraw some
Of thess TINIMSE in the interest of a
keneral settlement, providing that =
democratic government! responsible to
the people is set up In Germany.

No criticism can fairly be offered
of any demands made by Franoe
from Germany. of whom she must
for a long time be suspicious, and
the aim of French statesmen in put-
ting forward claims which might
seem extreme can be summed up in
one word—security. When we con-
vince France that she is protected by
the League of Nations, by all civ-
ilized States, and that she need not

aided strength, there will be no dif-
