ASK NEW TRIAL
FOR SNOWDEN

Case of Slayer of Lottie
May Brandon Before
Highest Court.

Annapolls, Md., Dec, 6.—Whaelher or
not John Snowden, an Annapolis col-
| ored man econvicted of the murder
of Mrs, Lottle May Brandom, for-
merly of Washington, wife of Valen-
| tine N. Brandon, of Amnnapolis, in
August, 1917, will be delivered to the
hangman's noose, or that he will ae-
cure a still further stay of time, by
virtue of a new trial, now rests with
the Maryland Court of Appeals, the
highest tribunal of the State.
