Rep. Husten Introduces!
Joint Resolution to Block

President's Plan.
Congress was asked yesterday to go

on record as opposed to the entrance
of the United States into a League
of Nations and in favor of absolute
freedom of the seas.

The proposal was made in a joint
resolution introduced in the House
by Representative James W. Husten
(Republican, of New York. The reso-
lution provides that this country
should guard against any interna¬
tional agreement which would re¬
quire it to assist in settling European
disputes and which would permit Eu¬
ropean nations to have a hand In the
settlement of disputes on this side of
the Atlantic.
The resolution was referred to the

Foreign Affairs Committee. It reads
as follows:
Resolved, by the House of Repre-

sentatlves (the Senate concurring)
that It is hereby declared- to be the
deliberate Judgment of Congress that
the United States of America s-hould

J not enter into arty agreement which
would require it to assist, by force,
in the settlement of any dispute which
may hereafter arise between the na-

| tlona of Europe or which would au¬
thorise or permit any nation of Eu¬
rope to assist by force in the settle¬
ment of any dispute which may here¬
after arise between the nations .of
America.
"And be it further resolved, that it

Is hereby declared to be the deliberate
Judgment? of the Congress that our
government should not consent to
any change of existing international
laws or to the sdoptlon of any new
principle of International law relating;to the freedom of the seas, which
would restrict the use of our navy
in the protection of our Interests or
of any Interest, which it might be,our duty to protect." |

DISTRICfBOY'S
DEATH VERIFIED

Lieut. G. V. Seibold Killed
After Getting Three

Hun Planes.
With three Hun airmen to his credit.

First Limit. George Vaughn Seibold, of
the 148th Aero Squadron, a Washington
hoy, ves reported killed in action by
the War Department yesterday.
The ftrat intimation of his death

came in October, when his w»fe, a
resident of Chicago, received a pack¬
age of clothes and personal ac.cies
marked:
"Effects of a deceased officer." *

Mrs. Seibold wired her father-ln-liw.
Cieorge G. Seibold. of 766 Rock Creek
Church road, this city, of the rece'pt
of the package. On inquiry at the
War Department Mr. Seibold found
that his son had been reported "miss¬
ing: in action."

Letter Telia of Death.

Early this month Mr. deiboid re¬
ceived a letter from a nephew in
Paris, containing an account of the
aerial battle In which Lieut. Seibold is j
thought to have met his death.
The letter said;
"On August 26. 191*. at 5:10. I saw

a flight of 'Camels' attacked by a'
Hun formation of 'FofTers.' After a
short but sharp scrap one 'Camel'
came down out of control, followed
by the Hun. who was firing the whole
time. The 'Camel* eventually crashed
about 200 yards from me. being abso-

jlutely wrecked. I rushed out to see

jlf I could aid the pilot in any way.
but he was dead. I looked to see If
he had any valuables, but the only
thing I could And was a ring Inscrib-
ed thus: 'From ? ? to G. V. 8., July,
191?.' I cannot remember the' other,
person's Initials.

C!te4 for Bravery.
"I could not look Into his pockets

because the machine was on its back
«»d he was doubled up inside, and,
also on account of shellflre. which:
was extremely heavy.
"The ring I gave to an American

pilot of the 148th Squadron, who rec¬
ognised my description of the squad¬
ron's distinguishing marks. He said
he would forward it."
Lieut. Seiboid got his commission at

Plattsburg in 1916. In 1917 he went to
camp at Fort Sheridan. 111., where he
volunteered for the Aviation Corps
early in July of that year, being or-
dered to Canada for training on July,
22, 1917, th«» day after he was married
to Miss Kathrvn Benson, of Lake For-:
est. III.
In November. 1917, while testing a

new machine, he had a fall of 1.500
feet, miraculously escaping death.
Early In 1918 he was ordered over-

seas. He was cited for distinguished
service by the British Government In
flying over the German lines and ac-
counting for a number of enemy
planes, three on one occasion.

Lieut. Seibold, in his la*t letter
to his wife, dated August 24. wrote
that If giving his life he could help!
only Just a little In this great cause,
he would gladly do so.

U-BOATS IN THEIR HARBORS

Norman E. Duehring, Naval Mine Layer, Who
Passed Up Chance for Commission to See

Immediate Service, Writes Parents.

ilia part In laying the 250-mile chain
of minea in the North Sea from Scot¬
land to Norway was told yesterday by
Norman E. Duehring, Mine Force, U.
S. N., in the first letter in many
months to hia parents. Mr. und Mrs.
J. H. Duehring, 704 Seventh street
northwest. Young Duehring. who was
recommended for a commission in the
army after attending the officers*
training school at the University of
Illinois, gave up hia chance for a com¬

mission in order to see active service
in the navy.
"Hurrah! The censorship lias been

lifted and now I can tell you all that
I have been doing." young Duehring
writes from Inverness, Scotland^

Tell* of Mine Bases.
"To begin with I landed at Ply-

mouth and then went directly to Na-
val Headquarters in London. I spent
four days in London, doing quite a
bit of sightseeing. Then 1 was as-
signed to the mine force, whose
headquarters are at Inverness, in the
north of Scotland. I made the trip
northward the length England and
Scotland and saw quite a little of
the country. There are two mine
bases up here, within about twenty
miles. I reported to the one at In¬
verness. and since then I have been
on various ships of the mine force
installing equipment on each.
"There are about twelve ships

her*;, all converted coastwise steam¬
ers. 1 am on the flagship at present,
which is an old type gunboat that
did good service at the time of the
Spanish-American War. We are ly¬
ing in the harbor of Inverness, a
town of about 25.000 and I have fre¬
quent opportunities of going ashore.

Coladn't <>et Oat.
"Now. as to the work of the fleet. I

was on the trip into the North Sea
on which we laid the last mines that
completed a 250-mile chain across the
North Sea from Scotland to Norway.
This completely blocked the subma¬
rines and gave them as an only exit
the English Channel, which is the best
patrolled waterway in the world. That

Is the reason we had so little diffi¬
culty with subs lately.they couldn't
get out.

. Of course, since the armistice, we

have simply been lying In the harbor
here. Very shortly we expect to leave
for the south of England. where many
of us will get fire-day furloughs to
visit London.the men here have nev¬
er been to England. And after that
it Is expected that the mine squadron
will leave for home, arriving early in
the new year. Whether I'll be aboard
or not I do not know. My work keeps
me moving around considerably, but
now we are nearly finished with the
ship* here. I may be assigned to thl*
f,hip as an operator, or it may be that

11 shall continue with my installation
work."

I «cd an DrHlmanter.
Young Duehring was one of the first

men to report to the officers' training
camp at the University of Illinois in
February, 1917. I'pon finishing his
course he was retained for several
months by the university authorities
|as assistant drillmaster. His superior!
officer. Major O. W. Bell. V. 8. Cav.,
I'. S. A., recommended him, at that
time, for a commission.

BREED OF BEEF

Prize-winning Steer of
Hereford Breed Purchas¬

ed by T. T. Keane.
T. T. Keane Company.' 'or fifty

years engaged in the wholesale and
retail meat business of this city,
have purchased for their Christmas
trade, the prise-winning pure-bred
Hereford steer, Atoka, for which the
price is considered to be the high-
est ever paid in the United States,
based on a meat value. Before kill¬
ing him. his weight registered 1,2«0
pounds, snd his dressed carcass
weighed 8(0 pounds, or 6"H per cent
of his live weight.

Atoka, aged 22 months, was of
the genuine Hereford stock, belong¬
ing to the Beau-Donald family.!
which herd breeds In the foothills
of Herefordshire, England, besides
In this country and Canada for more
than 100 years.
At the Fauquier County Fair, held

last August at Marshall. Va., he was
awarded first prise In the yearling
steer class. E. C. Gatewood. cattle-
breeder of Rectortown. Va.. raised
Atoka. Mr. Gatewood brought him
through last winter on ensllsge.
cotten seed meal and alfalfa hay.
and during the summer he grsxed
on clover and blue grass, supple-1
mented with a mixture of corn, oats
and bran.

In the Isst feeding period of sixty
days, he gained on an average of,
two and one-half pounds a day.
Atoka represents the highest type
of the beef animal, with an un-1
usually large proportion of bis.
