started a new industrialism and has
wrought other chances, political,
economic and sociological that per¬
haps cannot be completely realized
and measured for centuries.

In all this tremendous upheaval,
old systems will necessarily be
swept away or will be so modified
as to be scarcely recognizable. Even
religions may share this general
overturning.
Already a new spirituality is

springing up as a result of the war.
I The real things of life have be¬
come more precious, while the
evanescent, trifling and the vain
have lost their hold.
May we not hope that out of the

great struggle will come a new ap¬
preciation and application of the es¬
sential teachings of the Christ?
There are many who believe that
the neglect of these teachings was
in no small degree a contributing
cause to the great catastrophe that
so nearly engulfed Christian civil¬
ization. Christ Himself laid down
the clear line between the lip serv¬
ers and the true followers. The
test was the doing of his command¬
ments. What are these command¬
ments?
One of the most frequently re¬

peated both by precept and ex¬
ample was "Heal the Sick." A sec¬
ond was "Love One Another" and
"Love Your Neighbor as Yourself."
A third, "Lay Not up for Yourselves
Treasures on Earth." Again. "Soil
What Thou Hast and Give to the
Poor." "Take no Thought of the
Morrow" as to material posnessions.
In other words, trust in the Divine

Supply. A fifth, "Pray Not to be
Heard of Men, But Retire to the
Inner Chamber and Pray to the
Father in Secret." These and a
score of others of like import have
been more honored in Christendom
by the breach than by the observ¬
ance. "A house divided against
itself cannot stand." Either the
Christian world should be truly
Christian, or It should be frank and

honest enough not to call Itself bj
that name.
Now in the dawn of this new age,

when there is fresh in the world's
mind the most terrible object lesson
of the ages wp should take serious
stock of ourselves and prepare to
follow the Christ In spirit and truth.
There are many who believe that
the second coming is st hand.
Whether this be true or not. we can
make a real second coming in the
hearts of humanity.
