Correspondents Combine to
"Put Washington on

The Map."
"Put Washington on the map!"
With the foregoing as their slo¬

gan a group of newspapermen, in¬
cluding members of the Congres¬
sional Press Gallery, met in the
Cabinet parlors of the New Willard
yesterday afternoon and formed the
press committee for District of Co¬
lumbia suffrage.

National representation for the
District in Congress and the elec¬
toral college within two years is
their aim.

Col. WinHeld Jones, who called
the meeting, was unanimously elect¬
ed chairman. He predicted the
newspapermen at the Capitol csn

bring about the desired result with¬
in two years.
George Garner was elected secre¬

tary. with C'apt. J. Walter Mitchell
and Col. E. C. R. Humphries as as¬
sistant secretaries. U-o l«am.ir
Robinson was the unanimous choice
ht the gathering for the chairman¬
ship of th»- executive cpmmittee.
Other executive committeemen se¬
lected were Prank B. I«ord. Thomas
K. Shipp. George H. Manning. Col.
John McElroy. John T. Welcker.
Louis P. Gottleih. John D. Erwin.
Louis Ludiow. MaJ. C. Frvd Cook.
Capt. Jesse P. Cottrell. Capt. I>eo
JL Sack. E. C. R. Humphries and
Capt. J. Walter Mitchell.

It is proposed to collect a fund to
be used for the establishment of a

publicity bureau to continue until
suffrage is a reality.
Chairman Jones explained that

Milton E. Ailes. vice president of
the Riggs National Bank, will be
treasurer of the fund it is sought to
raise. It was further explained that
all officials of the Press Committee
1'or District of Columbia suffrage
will donate their services. The full
organisation of the committee will
be annoancrd. headquarters opened
and th«* publicity bureau established
in a few days. Every newspaper
man in Washington will be invited
t«» join the committee. Letters to
them will be sent out this week.

District schools will be ordered If
the cases continue to increase. It
Is said. Knough serum is at hand
to inoculate every resident of the
District, according to the health de-
pa rtment.

G.O.P.TO DECIDE
DRY QUESTION

Attorney General Palmer
Puts Matter of Enforce¬
ment Up to Congress.

The administration's Intention to
.'let the Republicans do it" in the mat¬
ter of enacting enforcing; provision for
national prohibition was seen yester¬
day in a statement by Attorney Gen¬
eral Palmer.
Discussing the prohibition amend¬

ment to the constitution. Pslmer said,
the proper method of enforcement or
that amendment is a matter which
wfll require additional legislation be¬
fore it becomes effective under its
terms."
This means, according to "wets"

and "drys," that the Republicans
will be called upon to thresh over the
whole prohibition question again and
probably will be faced with the grow¬
ing demand for a referendum on the
subject.
Palmer's ststement. issued last night,

says that the war-time prohibition
measure, effective May 1, Is now be¬
fore the New York court for inter¬
pretation and he will abide by the
court's decision without regard for
his personal view as to the wisdom
or unwisdom of such legislation. He
hopes the courts decide the interpre¬
tation before the time for enforcing
the law arrives.

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chances made in Paris and that
these objections are vital. He con¬
tended that the covenant ttill con¬
tains the provision for "super sov-
elgnty of the league over all the
member itatiops."

Oa Ifen-Existant Baals.
"Both of the drafts of the coven¬

ant are based on a state of civilisa¬
tion which does not exist." Senstor
Sherman said. "I wish it did. But
we must take the human family as
it is found. The league of nations
cannot operate on conditions as they
now are because there will always
be the same human defects end
weaknesses which will prevent tha
Ideals from being realised.

"Article 16 of the revised draft
takes from Congress the power to
control the finances of the United
States. It contains the declaration
that any member of the league
which resorts to war In disregard of
the covenants is Ipso facto an enemy
of the league. That would of it¬
self make the United States declare
war against such a nation without
any action of Congress. The third
paragraph of the ssme article binds
each nation to furnish the m^tn*;
to csrry on war In accordance with
the recommendations of the league
council. We covenant In an un-
amendable article to furnish th*
money. This Is whollv at variance
with our own constitution.

Per America First.
Senator Johnson, in announcing that

he Is still an opponent of the league,
issued this formal sfktement:
"T am studying *h« league of na¬

tions an nn American.a selfish, pro¬
vincial. little American. If vou nlease.
hut with my whole thought for mv
own country. T am only an American]
for America first."
Senator Moses said: "T can't see

much difference in the two drafts.
The revised draft still gives to for¬
eign nations the power to regulate
our commerce and trade and to force
us Into every European squabble. T
s^e no reason why any of the Senators!
who signed the round robin should re-1
cant."
Senator New said: "Unless the

chance* made In the covenant meet
the obiections rnised against the ori¬
ginal draft I will not vote for It."
Senator Frelinghuvsen said he saw

no reason to change his mind on the
ouestlon and declared that the new!
draft In Just as objectionable as the
original one.
An attack upon the league was

mnde by Dr. David Jnvne Hill, former!
United States Ambassador to Ger¬
many. In an address delivered here|
vesterdav to students of George
Washington University. Dr. Hill said
the league constitution was the work
of politicians, not of jurists, and ere-1
ated "either a super-government with
imperial power or a mischief-making
advisory body with no real means to
enforce Its decrees."

Would Reject Soldiers
Of Low Intelligence

Disciplinary cases in the army,
which have called forth protests
against the court-martial system.
could be greatly lessened by rejection
of recruits of low Intelligence. MaJ.
R. M. Verkes. U. S. A., yesterdsy re-'
ported to the National Academy of
Sciences in convention here.
"Results suggest." Maj. Yerkesj

said, "that If military efficiency alone,
were to b* considered the army would
undoubtedly gain largely by rejecting
[all cla*s L) and E men (intelligence
classification). This procedure would'
greatly lessen the group of diacipli-
naj-y cases so troublesome and costly
In a military organization."
