Clarendon.
Postmaster M. O. Chance has cC-

cially announced that city delivery
of maii for Clarendon will com-'
mence when receptacle* are erected
on residences not more than fifty
feet from the sidewalk, and when
over fifty feet, a box must be erect¬
ed at the sidewalk.
This is a reasonable requirement

and will probablye be adopted. Mr.
Chance's previous requirement was

that a box must be erected o^ a post
at the curb line in front of each
residence, somewhat similar to the
rural free delivery boxes along
country roads, but after a vigorous
protest by the postofflce committee
of the Citizens' Association, they
nucceeded in having this require¬
ment waived.

arrangement* will be made for
adopting a uniform box which will
I* purchased on the community
plan, thus getting' the benefit of
wholesale rates.

Bryan and Hobson Among Those
Who Will Occupy Pulpits.

William Jennings Bryan. Capt. K.
P. Hobson. Frank B. Willis, former
Governor of Ohio. M. R. Patterson.
tormer Governor of Tennessee, the
Rev. George Stewart, of Birming¬
ham. Ala., the Itev. Tra LandrUh. of
Boston, and Col. Dan Morgan Smith.
