The nation pays hdmage to Ms.
mothers, bearers of the heaviest bur-
dens and sacrifices in carrying the |
country's arms to victory.
With thousands of American sons

sleeping overseas and hundreds of
thousands being brought back to the
home circle each month. Mothers* Day
this year carries a deeper signifi¬
cance than ever before.
Secretary of War Baker in a state-

raent urging observance of Mothers'
Day declared "We owe the deepest
gnititudt" to the mothers who."made
the supreme sacrifice of their loved
ones."

victorious conclusion of the war.
