Think how
impossible {t would have been to
get a body of responsible stfitesmen
seriously to entertain the idea of the
organization of a league of nations
four years ago! And think of the
change that has taken place! 1 was
told before 1 came to France that
there would be confuslon of counsels
ahout this thing and T found unity of
counsel.
