'Tia June- the favorite month of
bride*. It la a month, too. whan a
general exodua of society takes place.
Almost all of those people who are
SOIn* away for any length of time,
generally depart some time In June.
ThJa year a large ahare of society will
remain right here all during the warm
weather, many kept by their official
dutiea or attracted by the fact that
the summer gives promise of being
unusually gay and interesting because
of the return of the notables from
Europe and the possible visits of dis¬
tinguished folks from overseas, or by
tho knowledge acquired during the
past two summers or more, that
