| by Representative M. Clyde Kelly, ot

Pennsylvania. It provides for a United
States board of civil service adjust¬
ment.a trial board for clrll service
employes.to be composed of three

members to be appointed by the *Tesl-

dent. It is further provided that this

board shall be a court of last resort
In civil service grievances, etc.
Tba Kelly bill calls for collective

action on the part of government em-1

ployes. That is. in case of the dis¬

charge of civil service employes, the

organization with which they are at-,
riliat»-d. or the body of employes in the
office of the dismissed persons, shall
have power to take the case to the
United States board of adjustment.
This is a brand new feature ana
recognizes the right of labor unions to
protert its members.

DrMiseet Pr«MSt System.
Shaking of tlxe necessity for tha'

-aaactmcnt of such a measure, Con-
' greseman Kelly said:

"Under present circumstances an

.>xaeutive official acts as Judge. Jury
and executioner. This is an out¬
right violation of the American
principle of a fair Jury trial. I have
known many instances where gov¬
ernment employes, after fifteen to
twenty years faithful service, have
b/en arbitrarily discharged without
any real right of appeal whatever.
."Host of the positions in the Post

Office Department, for instance, re¬

quire specialized efTort, but the
facility gained by years of such
effort is practically useless in the
commercial world. If discharged.
These employes have to begin a^i
over again in some other line or
human activity. My bill provides
that no such employe shall be
robbed of these efforts without a

fair trial."

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PROBE OF WIRE
STRIKE IS ASKED
Georgia Representative

Says Issue Involves
Vital Principles.

A Congressional investigation Into
the telegraphers' strike is called for
by a resolution introduced into the
House yesterday by Representative
Upshaw (Democrat), of Georgia. The
resolution declares that "the strike is
causing serious inconvenience to the
public, and that the points at issue
involve fundamental principles of gov¬
ernment which ought to be settled
for all time between employer and
employe."
The resolution calls for the appoint¬

ment of a committee of ten to make
the investigation, with power to sum¬
mon witnesses and use other neces¬
sary methods. x

Conflicting statements were
issued here by both sides in the
strike yesterday. The strikers
maintained that their ranks were
augmented by ten women multi-
plex operators. Western Union
officials continued to assert that
business was being handled in a
normal way.
A notice was sent throughout the

country yesterday by the Postal
Telegraph Company, that strikers
would be permitted to return to
work. **wlth continuity of service,"
up to and including June 20.

Theodore N. Vail, president of
the American Telephone and Tele¬
graph Company, has resigned as
president, but will continue as
chairman of the board of directors.
New York dispatches state. H. P.
Thayer, for forty years identified
with the operations of the telephone
system, has £een made president
of the company, N. C. Kingsbury,
first vice president, and N. T. Gurn-
sey. vice president of the legal de¬
partment.

President's tour is that it would be
impossible for him to speak in very
many cities and that he coudld not;
possibly he heard directly by more
than 190,000 people. On the con¬
trary. It is argued, the Republicans
by sending a flock of Senators out
to follow the President could cover
a larger number of cities and pre¬
sent their appeal posibly to 1.000.000
people.

Wore Efffftlrt Here.

President should confine himself to
an address to the Senate and state¬
ments from time to time from the
White House the campaign for the
league would be more effective.
Republican Senators opposing the

league announced yesterday that
the plans for engaging a special
train to take anti-league speakers
around the country are going for¬
ward. Definite plans will not be
made, it was stated, until the Presi¬
dent's Itinerary is formally an¬
nounced.
The Republicans resented the Idea

that they are going to "trail" the
President. They Intend to precede
him. it was stated, and follow him
too.
Senator Knox decided not to call up

i»is resolution yesterday, as there was
great necessity of getting a final vote
on the agricultural appropriation bill.
He may not call it up until Friday,
whan Senator Lodge, the Republican
leader, will be back in the Senate.

Speak* for Three- Hour*.
Senator McCumber, the only Repub¬

lican in the Senate who is supporting
the league of nations without amend¬
ment. spoke for three hours yester¬
day in favor of the covenant. He
drew a somber picture of the condi¬
tions which he said would prevail
throughout the world if the league
should not become a reality.
The lonesome position which Sen¬

ator McCumber occupies on the
Republican side was strikingly il¬
lustrated by the withdrawal from
the Senate of nearly all the other
Republicans during his speech. At
no time while he was speaking
were there more than five Republi¬
can Senators in their seats, while
nearly all / the Democrats were
present. When he finished he was
surrounded by Democrats who con¬
gratulated him.
Senator McCumbcr declared that

there is need of an international
law 'which will assert that war by
one nation is a matter of concern
to every nation and that no unjust
war shall be waged by any nation.

Admiral McKean Tells Sen¬
ate Committee of Needs
For Naval Construction.
A fleet of twenty-nine battle-

ships as a minimum naval force of
the near future was urged by
Admiral McKoen, chief of naval op¬
erations. before the Senate Naval |
[Affairs Committee, which began
consideration of the naval appro-
priations bill yesterday.
McKean also repealed that in the

tearing up of the North Sea mine
barrage, which, he said, will not be
finished until winter, one officer has
been killed and several vessels
shaken up by 'mine explosions.
Four thousand men are engaged in
the work.
McKean praised the work of the

submarine chasers but declared
they are of little naval value now
and are being disposed of.
Secretary Daniels will appear be¬

fore the committee today to pro¬
test against the House action in
cutting appropriations nearly $4.-
000.000. laying particular emphasis
on the cuts in the aviation fund.

MAKES STRONG PLEA

Trembling with emcti«»n, his rod fez

appearing In strange contrast with
his fashionably-cut black frock coat,
Paraad Ferad Pasha, head of the Ot¬
toman delegation of experts, voiced
this plea before the "big five." He
averred the murders of Christians
were due to lawless elements. He
blamed Turkey's part in the war on

Germany, who, he said, had stirred
h's countrymen by the bugaboo of
Russian capture of Constantinople.

Burgomaster Max
and Gen. Iceman, and to see the
damage to the country whose only
fault is absolute loyalty to its con-

ception of national honor and fl-
delity to its pledges."

Paris,, June 18.."Two German wom¬

an secretaries thrust out their tongues
to the crowd watching them ride to
the Versailles railway station . and
then the fun began.'
Such is the latest version of the

cause for Monday night's demonstra-
tion against the German peace dele-
gatlon. Some afternoon papers as-.

sert this- was revealed by the official
inquiry.
After pulling In their tongues, the

two women, according 4o the same

version, put their ten fingers to their {
noses to express further contempt.
Fresh details of Monday night's

demonstration against the German
peace delegates at Versailles, as they
were preparing to depart for Weimar
with the allied ultimatum, show that
a concerted attempt was made by
a mob of at least 4,000 men, women

and children to "get" Count von

Brockdorff-Rantzau. His escape Is
%ie only to the fact that the car in
which he rode was closed.
Women with babies in their arms

ran after the German carriages,
screeching denunciations. The mob
hooted and jeered the delegates and
showered sticks and stones upon them.
Frau Dornbusch, one of the German
woman secretaries, and Dr. Melchlor
were riding in an open carriage and
were both struck on the head.
Soldiers finally dispersed the demon¬

strators, allowing the safe departure
of the delegates.
The press generally deplores the ne¬

cessity of Frenchmen having to apolo¬
gize to Germans, Premier Clemenceau
having sent an apologetic letter to
Weimar and having ordered the pre¬
fect in charge of the police guarding
the Germans to apologize to them per¬
sonally. Police Commissioner Oudaille
also has been dismissed. The French
press is unanimous in endorsing these
disciplinary, measures.

Officials are
of the opinion that the treaty will
either be signed In France or at some
point In Germany after the allied
forces of occupation have peaetrated
some distance beyond their present
position as outlined in the terms ol
the armistice.
Rumors of fabulously powerful ar¬

tillery which came too late to be used
In the actual warfare are supposed to
relate to powerful mcfcile naval guns
of long range.

Urge Saulsbury Law
Extension to Curb Rents

Congress was urged*by the Book¬
binders' I»cal Union, No. 4, to ex¬

tend the Saulsbury law throe years
as a means of warding: off profiteer¬
ing by District landlords, in a resolu¬
tion adopted last night at a meeting
of the union's executive board at
Musicians' Hall. 1006 K street.
Congress voted yesterday to extend

the law ninety days. As an alterna¬
tive to the Saulsbury law, the union
proposes that rent legislation be en¬
acted which will hold rents to a rea¬
sonable income on the value of prop¬
erty.
Members condemned a reported 40

per cent increase in rents to be
contemplated by realty dealers.

Hoover Coming to TeD of
$100,000,060 Fond

Herbert Hoover will return to the
United States next month to make
his report to Congress on Food Ad¬
ministration work, eables to adminis¬
tration officials here stated yesterday.
Immediately upon completion of the

report, which officials say will show
that all of the $100,000,000 revolving
fund granted to carry out food re¬

striction will in a few years be re¬

turned to the government, Hoover's
resignation will be accepted by the
President.

Wire* Opened to Germany.
The War Trade Board yesterday an¬

nounced that cable companies and
censors have been instructed to ac¬

cept telegrams destined for Germany,
where they relate to the supply of
foodstuffs and are not otherwise ob
jectionable.
