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"Taxation Without Representation is Tyranny'
« «*»

The Washington Herald believes thai since the rightofsuffrage
is being extended to the tour corners of the world, certainly the
world's greatest capital is entitled to representation* Our only
hope rests in Congress. Following is the Twenty-Fourth of a daily
series of expressions of opinion by Senators and Representatives
on this vital question.

By WALTER E. EDGE
{United States Senator from New Jersey).

I understand that the resi- |
dents of the District of Co¬
lumbia seek the privilege of
suffrage ao<T representation
in both branches of the Con¬
gress. I do not understand
why they should not have
both. As every one knows,

" one of the moving reasons for
the great American Revolu¬
tion was the imposition of
taxation without the collateral
right of representation, and it
seems most unlikely that the
spirit of '76 has evaporated in
this land, even with the pass¬
ing of generations of the peo¬
ple.
The arguments in favor of

such suffrage and represen¬
tation are so obvious, espe¬
cially in the light of present-
day democracy, that one hesi¬
tates to advance them, lest
the people become bored by a

repetition of "old stuff." Just
to cite a few, however: The
people here pay taxes; they
are equally subject to all laws
as are residents of other
parts of the land, who enjoy
the suffrage; their subjection
to police supervision is even
more strict than for resilh^fits
of the several States in that
they are held accountable by
the Federal government, which
never sleeps, while in other
communities Justice often nods,
or is prone to temper judg¬
ment with mercy; those resi¬
dents of the District who de¬
cline to surrender their suf¬
frage must have two "homes,"
and so really have no home.
they must retain technical resi¬
dence in their States, while
actually living in the District,
and must make trips, often
long and expensive, to their
technical abodes in order to
cast their votes. One might
continue on these lines of
argument for some time.
Of course, I do not say that

there may not be arguments
against such granting of suf¬
frage and representation, but
it strikes me that "the Ayes
have it," and I believe it
should be "so ordered."
Whether it would be better
to have the District represent¬
ed in only the House of Rep¬
resentatives by a Delegate, or
in both branches of Congress
by Senators and Representa¬
tives, is a secondary question,
although for my part I do not
quite see why the District

As a matter of fact, I do

not think that the people of
the Nation at large realize that
Washington, the Capital, is
their city; that it is as much
the city of the residents of
California or Oregon as it is
of the residents of Anacostia.
From New Year's Day to De¬
cember 31, each year, the
streets of Washington daily

At the age of 15 years he
went with the Dorland Ad-
vcrtising Agency as a minor
employe. He is now the own-
er of that gceat publicity con-

cern, the business of which is
both national and international.
He established the Atlantic
City Press and its afternoon
edition, the Union. He has
served his State as journal
clerk and secretary of the
New Jersey Senate, alternate
Presidential elector at large,
member of the Assembly, in
which body he was Republi-
cafi leader in his first year;
State Senator and president of
that body, when he was known
as "a business man with a

business plan." Senator Edge
enlisted in the Morris Guards
at the outbreak of the war

with Spain, and was promoted
to a lieutenancy, and was

later captain of Company M,
Third New Jersey Regiment,
National Guard. He was head
of the Boy Scout movement in
New Jersey. He was elected
Governor by a plurality of
69.647 votes over H. Otto Witt-
pen, his Democratic competi¬
tor. He instituted many re¬
forms in New Jersey includ¬
ing the abolition of the use¬

less State census which had
cost $100,000 of _the people's
money.
But the greatest thing in the

life of the New Jersey Sena¬
tor is his talented and lovable
little son. Walter E. Edge, jr.,
who is the center about which
everything in the Senator's
life revolves.
