GET BIGPROFITS
Renters on North Capitol
Park Addition Profiteer¬

ing, Says. Report.
An unusual situation 'with sids-

lights on profiteering by tenants of
government-owned buildings was
brought to light ln'£he report ofethe
United States Howsing Corporation
which has Just been submitted to
Congress.
The touildiags in question are lo¬

cated between the North Capitol]
Park and the Union Station Plasa.
They are located on ground that has
been condemned for use in the ex¬
tension of the Capitol Park to con¬
nect with the open spsce about the
railroad station. Pending the time
of their rasing, which vn indefi¬
nite. the government rented these-
dwellings to all-comers at from 91
to $6 a month, with the stipula¬
tion that the tenants are to sur¬
render possession on demand.
The report show.* that in one of

tha $5-a-month houses there are
twelve subtenants paying rent to
the original tenant. Another inter¬
esting case is that of a woman who
pays $1 a month for a dwelling upon
which repairs have been made
amounting to more than $210. Some
of the buildings are used Jointly as
business places and boarding houses
at considerable profit to the renters.

PLANTO TAKE OVER
RAILROAD EQUIPMENT
New York, July 2..Formation of

a corporation to* take over all rail-
way equipment purchased by the
government during Federal control,
estimated at $400,000,000, is proposed
in a plan made public by the As¬
sociation of Railway Executives to¬
day. The plan was originated by a

committee of prominent bankers and
financiers.

It is proposed by this committee
to sell to the public $280,000,000 6
per cent fifteen-year equipment
trust certificates and the remain¬
ing $148,000,000 necessary to finance
the purchase to constitue a stock
issue which the United States Rail¬
road Administration will be asked
to subscribe.
