JOE CANS HELD i
FISTIC TITLE

Eleven Years of Hard Fight¬
ing to Reach Top

Honors.

Joe Gans. **the old master." won
his lightweight title after eleven
years of hard fighting in the ring,
but if it hadn't been for a clevcr,
1 ion-hearted little fellow who hail¬
ed from Buffalo, the dusky Haiti-
morean might have been champion
two years earlier than that. The
human obstacle that temporarily!
checked 5oe's rise to pVmiership
realms was Frank Erne, one of the
fastest and most calculating scien¬
tific lightweights who ever fought
his way to a pugilistic crown. In ad¬
dition to his marvelous skill Erne
had a heart of the qualities, if not
the shape, that functions in a lion's
body in quest of formidable prey
in the jungle. Had he not Erne
would never have been returned
a winner over Joe Gans when the
two met for the lightweight cham¬
pionship a little more than nineteen
years ago at the Broadway Ath¬
letic Club in New York. And Gans
would surely have won the white
man's laurels before ten rounds had
been waged.as he had promised.
during the fight.

Erne, a gentlemanly, quiet, sober-
living youth, became the foremost
lightweight of the world by de¬
feating the great Kid Lavigne in
twenty bitterly fought rounds.
Previously he had whipped George
McFadden and Dal Hawkins, two
of the most dangerous lightweights
that ever parted the ropes. W ith
brainy generalship he combined a

quick, short ran^e punch which
was a sharp as incisive as a rapier1
thrust. Also as before mentioned
he had the heart of the king of
the jungle. He was a fighter, every
inch.
Joe Gans had developed the flaw-

less fighting technique which later
gained him the sobriquet, "tlie old
master." Incomparably deceptive in
feinting, ho was an astonishingly
rapid and terrifflc hitter with either
hand. His footwork was the very
essence of dexterity. In advance
of retreat he never wasted a step.
He had defeated McFadden. Haw¬
kins. Spike Sullivan. Spider Kelly
land many other famous ones and'
had trailed Erne more than a year
for a fight. Broadway thought so.
