Representative After -Con¬
ference With Palmer In¬
troduces Resolution.

? Joint resolution repealing the
war-time prohibition set was Intro¬
duced in tbe linose yesterday by
Representative Rainey. Democrat, of
Illinois.
Mr. Rainey was moved to make

this new effort to lift the emergency
ban by the assurance of Attorney
General Palmer that his resolution of
a few day» ago would not accom¬

plish that purpose. The previous
measure declared It to be the sense

of Congress that the objects of the
law had been attained and requested
the President to declare demobilisa¬
tion of the army complete. It was
believed this action automatically
would annul the war-tune set.
