STARVING JEWS STUDY TALMUD

War. and conatant fear, and wid·-
.praad d !«·«««¦ and generar- »tarva-
tlon have not been enough to majto

Jibe unfortunate Jews of Poland and
the rest of Eastern Europe forsake
their ancient love of education ani
orthodox religious training, accordio«!
to Sholom Asch, the Yiddish poet, who
recently returned to America after
aeveral month» In Eastern Europe,
as a commissioner for American Jew¬
ish relief agenciea.
Jewish schools are still In operation

In towna where the children have had
no food for two day«. Ragged ana
hungry little boy·, barefooted or with
their feet wrapped In old raga, whose
one meal of the day Is the cup ot
soup that they get from American
relief worker», bend their heads over
the Talmud In every little town in Po¬
land. Returning refugees hunt a
place for a synagogue and aome
kind of a »chool for their children,
before they ao much aa find a roof
to aleep under, according to Mr.
Aach. j

"Neither the epidemics of war.
nor tbe ever-present fear of pog¬
roms, nor the pangs of hunger
have so far been able to break tbe
Jewish spirit, or to extinguish th·
light of Jewish faith." Mr. Aach
declared, upon hi· return. "Not
only did the rabbia and the beada
of the great synagogues of Tela
Slobodki. Kovno and other places
In eastern Europe, at once re-open
their schools and resume teaching,
when they returned from exile, but
In every little town to which the
Jews returned, their nrst concern
was for the education of their
children."
Nor are th* myriad· of orphan·

forgotten. Thousand» of theae
youngsters live and sleep ota th*
street«. There are 75 000 of them
in eastern Europe now. a number
far greater than the established
Jewish orphanages are able to
care for. In Poland alone there
.re «00 000 Jewlah youngsters whose
destitute patenta are unable to
feed them, and who depend upon
American Jewish relief agende·

"NO PLACE TO LIVE," IS CRY
FROM THOUSANDS IN DETROIT

Detroit Mich.. Oct. 17..Detroit U
suffering from an acute case of un-

digcatrd proapcrity. So rapid has
been the protrili of the* industries
of the city that, while there ia still
a demand for thousand· of new
workers, there ar· no houses to pnt
them in.

Every large American city, and
many of the »mall ones, are having
trouble with the housing situation,
due to the decline In construction
during the war. But no other big
American city haa grown anywhere
near as fast as the town where the
thirty-odd makes of .utomobile« are
made. Therefore none has a problem
so acute.
Now it is proposed to moor lake

passenger steamers at downtown
docka and to uae them as hotels
during the winter. Several thousand
people can be given living quarter·
in this way. or at least sleeping
rooms.
