Center of Line Should Block Tight So Aa to

Protect Backe in Starting Play.
By WALTER CAMP.

(Moat Famous Football Coach.)

A star at blocking.Black of Yale, all-American player of 1916.
On offensive line should be tifrht enough in the middle to prevent

any interference with the quarterback or any jumping through there.
Hence we speak of guardi and centers, sometimes a tackle blocking
tight, which means closing up all inside openings.

Blocking is a form of interference but should not be confused
with it.

A man could blocl; high or low and It is dependent upon the posi¬
tion of the play which he should do. It is also somewhat affected by
the position which his opponent assumes.

The tackles and sometimes the guards block either in or out,
that is, they crowd their man towards the center or out toward th«!
wing in accordance with the signal they have received for the play. It
you can get close enough to your man, blocking becomes more simple.
A hip lock.that is, placing your hip quirklv against the opponent'sside or hip.will often serve. Blocking is divided into "quick blocking"
and "long blocking." For a straight line plunge it is only necessary
to block an instant. When there is a swinging run it is necessary to
block longer.

Some players seen to have the idea that to block means to get
beneath their opponent and shove him backward as long as the play is
in motion. Very frequently he defeats his own end, by thus opening
up a hole through which the defense backfield may stream and nail
the runner. In the short block, a quick turn and nip lock will keep
the lineman out long enough for the runner to reach the beginning of
his objective on the line and start his plunge. After that, it is some¬
times just as well to let the opposing lineman come* through or he is
liable to turn around and nail the man as'he goes by, or chase him and
get him 1.0m the rear.

In the "long block," which is the most difficult of all, as the de¬
fense has the use of his hands, you must first stop him from breaking
through immediately, and you must secondly aim to make use of his
body as a stop-gap for any of the defense backfield who whould come
through there to get the play. If you shove him back too far, you will
open up the hole they are looking for, and if you do not hit him hard
enough, he will get you out of the way eventually. A quick rapid jost¬ling with either shoulder is often used here, which keeps the man em¬
ployed, and at the satjie time fills up the place in the line.
