No Panic Now.
Every now and then someonc rises to remark that if we could
only have a panic right now it would be a good thing for the country,

it would bring down prices, make men more anxious to work instead |

of merely anxious to strike and increase the purchasing power of the
dollar. But whoever makes a remark of this kind fails to understand
some basic economic principles and particularly the principle which
governs financial panics. 3

A panic is not possible when there is an underproduction, when
the demand is far in excess of the supply.

A panic is only possible when there is an overproduction, when
goods are piling up in the warchouses and constantly depreciating
with no apparent possibility in sight of disposing of them for even a
fraction of their real value.

Factories, mills, contractors everywhere throughout these United
States are fighting to make production meet demand. There is hardly
a factory or mill or contractor in the whole land that isn't swamped
with work dnd also making a profit despite the high wages and high
prices of raw material. -

What chance is there of making producers frightened and pessi-
mistic about future demand under conditions like these?

No, there’s no chance right now for a reduction of prices by
means of @ panic. The high cost of living, if it is to be reduced, will
have to be brought down by some other method.
