THE CHORUS GIRL SHORTAGE
There la no alarming shortage of

chorua girls. At leaat Ned Wayburn
aaya ao. and Ned Wayburn should
know. He has hired more chorua glrla
than anyone elae on Broadway, and
that means anywhere. So another!
fabrication la nailed and a possible
l>anic averted. .
"That la," qualified Mr. Wayburn

"there la no ahortage of the common
or roof-garden variety of chorus girts
as such. There la. however, looming
as a possibility a shortage of short
chorua girls."

It seems on lnveatigatlon that
chorua girla are distinctly classified.
There la the tall, shapely, majestic
creature, who displays priceless cos¬
tumes and whose art consists in
stalking languidly through a part
and gazing aideways through
downcast lashes at the front row.}
She Is the "show girl." Then there
1a the "medium." Thla Isn't the
kind of medium who take* two
berries out of your jeans and tells
you John Barleycorn is going to
win the sixteenth at Havana. It's
a girl who la not big enough to be
a show girl and who lent little
enough for the pony.just the right
sise for the downright hard, ef¬
fective work which makes a show
scene. Last is the small type. Now
of thla amall type there is a certain
kind of girl who la known at "qual¬
ity." She is competent* all the way
through. She can dance, sing, and,!
above all. look. She is cute. This
little fairy la getting harder and
harder to find.
Why?
Even thif threatened shortage has

not, however, affected the Wayburn
shows, he says. "We are better fixed
than most producers. We have a
higher rate of pay. a broader field of
selection, I think, and I believe I may
claim It Is no idle boast, that my'long

experience has enabled me to take bet¬
ter care of show girls than most other,
and especially new, producers. Then
there Is the quality of the hhows with
which I am connected. I can get a
kind of girl for the Capitol and Zieg-
feld Revue who might hesitate to join
some other shows.
"For instance. Chorus girls are

very human. A girl will Join a show
such as the two I have mentioned for
reasons other than salary. First they
present a future. Each girl is studied.
Her individuality is recognized. She
has a chance. Second, there is the lure
of the beauty of the setting and es¬

pecially of the costuming of the shows.
There Is no woman on earth to whom
the chance to wear a $1,500 gown which
is built to mate her. and only her,
beauty and originality does not ap¬
peal."
Even In the matter of pay Mr.

Wayburn presented a rosy picture
of the luck of the present chorus
girl in the free-for-all-between-
wage scale and mounting costs.
"My first association with chorus
girts In the show business was with
May Irwin In 1897," said the pro-
ducer. "We had an excellent show
and got the best in the way of'
chorus Broadway could offer. The
girls were paid $12 a week in New
York and $15 on tour. A show with
which I was associated shortly
afterward paid the girls $20 a week,
and at that sum, without any de¬
sertions. the show went to the Pa¬
cific Coast ovftr the Northern Pa¬
cific and played back over the
Southern route. The girlg bought
all the accessories of thefr cos¬
tumes and paid their own sleeper
and dining car bills." %
As a contrast Mr^ Wayburn said

that the present ra-tA of pay at the
Capitol and the Follies was $50 a
week.

"CANNING" HOUDINTS STUNTS
If Harry Houdini were to die to¬

morrow he would pass out content
with the fullness of life and with
the knowledge of experiences such
as few men have had.
"If I were to die tomorrow I could

not complain," said Houdini, "be¬
cause I have performed every known
feat of magic from the smallest to
the largest. The most remarkable
thing probably was ray vanishing
elephant, Jenny. weighing 10.000
pounds, who used to disappear sys¬
tematically In the Hippodrome. My
smallest feat was swallowing a
couple of packages of needles and
bringing them out threaded.
"In my opinion Harry Kellar, the

originator of the levitation wonder,
Princess Karnac, is the greatest magi-
clan the world ever saw. This feat is
one of the classics of wizardry. At
present I am writing Kellar's biog-1
raphy. There Is a different spirit
among the magicians of today. More
of them are specializing and they do
not zealously try to keep* their secrets
from each other as they did In the
old days. They are more intent now
on improvising their art than they
are on furthering their interests."
Houdini's discovery of his lock-

breaking gift dates back to the time
of his mother's pies. As a boy In
Appleton, Wis., he wanted to get into
the cupboard where the pastry was
kept, but mother had the key, so
Harry simply manipulated the lock.
It cannot truthfully be said he real-
izcd then that he had any special gift
in this direction. But later, when he
worked in a mschlne shop a young
man came in handcuffed.
The key had been lost and he

wanted to free himself. Houdini
struck on a way of releasing him
and thought nothing more of it un*
til he became a magician. Endless
theories have been advanced ay to
the secret of his powers. There,are those who say lie slips out of,handcuffs, as an eel slips throughthe fingers of an amateur fisher-1
man. Others say he manipulates
cell locks by muscular magnetism,
There Is a further supposition that
he squeezes himself through bars
of cells. Superstitious persons be»
lieve that spirits help him to es-
cape.

"I have accomplished everything;by natural means," said Houdini(
when questionod on this scot**'
"and not entirely by brawn. Brain
work has been necessary* and con-
centration has meant more than
everything Ms* put together. It Is
the presentation of the trick, and'
not the trick itsrlf that interests
mo. In mystery work I always be¬
lieve I anvj.be person who is talk¬
ing. No. I "don't believe in Spin;*"
uallsm at all. and I think the Oiiija
board i* nothing rffore .nor less
than a pleasant pastime. I have
traveled all over the world and

studied magic from e^ery angle.
It is fascinating beyond belief."
One and a half years ago Houdlni

decided to go into motion pictures, be¬
cause he wanted some of his feats to
endure. The next generation would
be skeptical^ and think the stories of
his magic handed down to them ex¬
aggerated unless they had actual
proof, hp argued. In his latest pic¬
ture, "Terror Island." he was thrown
overboard into the sea in a box with
600 pounds of dead weight, got out of
the box and, finally, out of the water.
In this picture he also does the In¬
dian rope trick. The rope Is sup¬
posed to hang without any visible
means of support. He climbs up It.

Ben Turpln, Mark Sennett's come¬
dian with the quizzical eyes, has
written a sketch production to be
presented at a benefit in Los
Angeles, called "Drink to Me Only
With Thine Eyes." «
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thing.has always been regarded as
a man's work.

"Well," Mrs. Bradley smiled mla-
chievously, "I have now proved that
it is a woman's work, too."

to a convent in Pari®, from her home
In Milford. Trimble County, Ky.
"While I was in a convent in Paris."

Mrs. Bradley continued, "I was in¬
dulged. because of an eye a iction, to
the extent of being taken to the the¬
ater in company with a nun. I was in
Paris seven years and made friends
with the great Antoine. who allowed
me. as an amateur without remuner¬
ation, to aid him in the staging of two
productions.
"After two years back home I went

to Russia, where members of my fam¬
ily were connected with the American
Legation. In Moscow I staged sever*}
plays for the Staniskawsky players,
and picked up a lot of stage knowl¬
edge. especially stage lighting."
Lighting, color schemes and the

designing of costumes formed a part
of Mrs. Bradley's work in produc¬
ing the "Crimson Alibi." which is one
of the present big successes. This
work sounds fancy and alluring, but
she also had to get the big third
act, containing 75 pieces of scenery,
into such workable shape that it couid
be handled in record time by 20 stage
hands in absolute darkness, for the
scene is set with the curtain up. For
