When Van appeared at the Riggs
National Bank on the day following
the murder, his brother was waiting
for him at Union Station, Vin de-
clared, and contradicted previous tes-
timony that Wan was outside in a
taxicab.

In the taxicab, he said, were the
two mysterious -Chinese, whom Wan
knew as T. P. Wong and Moy.

“When the check was questioned
at the bank didn't you tell them to
call the Mission House?

“No. 1 told them to call the house
of T. P. Wong, not Dr. T. T.
Wong.™
