Frank S. Washburn, president of
the American Cyanamid Company,

Washburn said' they were in a

The witness declared that every

charge, no matter how minute, made
before the committee, had been ab-
solutely disproved by the actual rec-

ordssubmitted Monday and yester-
day.
"We have the same sense of deep

moral indignation." said Washburn.
that anyone would feel who had
performed a patriotic service at a
time of great national peril, edi-
clently and without proft. and had
come out of It with blasted reputa-
tions.
