West Virginia election laws and
read aloud that the report of the
registrar must be made to the coun-
ty court before the first Monday In
May and kept open until five days
before the primary election, which
comea during the last week In May.
"to strike off or add thereto, as the
right may appear." She continued:
"Of course, we will be able, to vote

in the general election In the event
of national ratification. as the
county judges have to place the
registration books with the regis-
trars in each precinct, who shall
again sit for two days and register
legal voters who have not been
registered and who appear and ap-'
ply to be registered. Many women,
who would have voted had their
names been taken In the usual way.

I was curious to Inow if State

Senator Jesse Bloch's race to
Charleston from -California to cash
his deciding vote for equal suffrage
was a compliment to "one woman"
or to "all women." and after talk-
ing with his wife, a statuesqpe.
handsome brunette and mother of
three beautiful children, must eon-
clude that It was the singular ap-
peal rather than the plural urge
that gave him national fame. Said
Mrs. Bloch: "I am an indifferent
woman suffragist. While my hus-
band always discusses his political
problems with me before deciding.
I try never to interfere. I cannot
say Jesse has done anything in his
public career of which I dis-
approve."

Then I
popped my surprise: 'You wom-
en would never have got it but
for Bloch. and he Is a tobacco man-
ufacturer.' She ain't said a word
against t ibacco since, and last
night let :ne smoke in the parlor."
Miss Katherine Ludington. a di-

rector of the board of the National
League of Women Voters, which
was born on the day that the Na-
tional American Woman Suffrage
Association died, said to me: "Our
constitutiop gives as Its qbject 'to
foster education in citiserufahip and
to support improved citizenship.'
We urge every broman to become
an enrolled voter, but the league
will be allied with and support no
party. We are nonpartisan in pol-
icy and multipartisan in member-
ship.

New Jersey May Sueenb.
Senator Johnson's friends expect

that New York State will promptly
illustrate the moral effect of the
Michigan results. New Jersey,. they
deciare, is likely to succumb to the
"hand-wagon influence." The John-
soniees' next objective will be In-
diana. They want the Hoosier
State because of its proximity on
the East to Senator Harding's Ohio!
stronghold and on the West to Gov-
ernor Lowden's Illinois citadel. It
they can break into the heart of
enemy dountry in that fashion, the
Johnson shouters are confident that
the Michigan landslide will soon
become a national avalanche.
But the battle royal between

Hoover and Johnson. all concede, re-
mains still to be fought. The Cali-
fornia primaries in May will be its
arena. Senator Johnson's friends
claim that the Michigan victory
alone, even if. it is not followed by
equally spectacular ones elsewhere.
has immensely enhanced his chances
to carry his own State. Hitherto
the Hoover movement there has been
a first-class bogey to Johnson. Now.
say his adherents, Californians will
be flushed with "State pride" and
hasten to own their allegiance to the
native son likely to land for the
Golden West the first Presidency
ever bestowed on an American from
the other side of the Mississippi.

Friends of Hoover are not jus-
