Chicago April 24..Twenty-three
3rears ago John Herts hustled "copy"
on the old Chicago Record. His
salary represented the greater part
of the family Income. With an in-
creasing appetite. John began to
look around for something better
and. admiring the footwork of anothercopy chaser, became a box-
lng msnsger. Benny Yanger. also
known to fame as the Tipton Slashor,"was his "ratal ticket." accord-
lng to riral promoters, but the fact
remains that it was John Herts who
made Benny his own meal ticket
and almost champion light-weight
boxer of the United 8tatea.
The foregoing has little to do

with the story to follow except to
point out that John Herts started
to "manage" early in life; in fact,
was one of the youngest boxing
promoters In the country. Today he
Is managing 3,000 men. does a busi-
ness running Into millions of dollam.and goes to bed at night with-
OMt fear his men will strike on the
morrow. Fifteen hundred of these
3.000 men get no stated wages and
yet here has not been a suspicion
of a strike among the employes of
the Walden W. Shaw Corporation
ferf the last five years.

ritat Strike Nearly DlMBlrtaa.
"The Shaw Company drivers.the;
1.500.haul 30.000 passengers a day
In 750 "yellow" taxis, a color dis-
tinctive without being odious in the
present case. There are 1.500 more
in the Shaw Company who keep the
wheels moving inside. They ase on
the payroll a*, so much per. and. .like
the others, have shown no disposi-j
tion to start trouble.
Back in 1910. before the "yellow"

had been introduced to the Chicago
taxi public, the Shaw Company went
almost broke on a strike. Young
John had just had his eye-teeth cut
in the auto business and when tne
business agents made a proposition)
to settle John got his back up and
refused to "come through."
"We could have settled for a comfarativelysmall amount." said Mr.

Herts. "but we decided to hold out
although wc camr near going)
brcke."

It wasn't much of a concern in,
those days, but with the introduc- j
tion- of cheap taxis the company
grew by leaps and bounds. At tbe;
beginning Hertz didn't have much
authority, but with the growth of!
the company he was made vice pres-
ident and general manaeer, and hlsj
word became law. It was then he
proposed to the drivers that the.lr
wages would consist of commissions.'
bonus, profit-sharing and tips.

hat Ike flmployca Get.
The commissions amounted to 23

per rent of all mileage receipts and*
50 per cent of extra passenger re-
celpts. The bonus was started by
adding 10 per cent t«< the weekly^
eaminer during the first six months,
of service. 15 for the first year. 20forthe second, and 25 for the third
and succeeding years. In the profit-I
sharing, the employes cut In on 20
p-r cent of th»- (cross profits every
six months. This amounts to about'
S500.000 a year now. according to re-jports. As for the tips, they are 100
per cent cK*ar.

In the profit-sharing, all the em-,
ployes cet their bit. The rest concernsthe chauffeurs only.

In addition the employes were,
from the start, encouraged to buy
stock. They pay the price in Installmentsof )1 a week a share.
They now have between 20 and 25
per «-ent of the outstanding capital
stock. The general manager thinks
that in the near future the em-
ployes are likely to get a controlling
interest.

"I hope that in a very few years
the employes will get actual control
of the company." said Mr. Hertz.
"There is no reason why they should
not. I have all the money I want.
The other big stockholders do not
deserve any more, so why should
not the profits go to the men? That
would be fair. I think. It wouldn't!do the big stockholders any good
to go on accumulating a lot of
money that they don't need.''
