growing of potatoes here, one grow- <
»-r..has planted 1400 barrels of seed <
poatoes. and he expects to get a 1
yield of at least 10,000 barrels. This I

rarmer expended more than 121.000
this spring in fertilizer for his farm.
If the average price of these potatoeswill yield as good as last year,
he estimates he will receive $75,000.

One thing that is worrying the
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I growers is the question of getting
barrels in which to ship th* potajtoes. The prices which are being
charged for barrels is so excessive
as to cause many growers uneasinessas to whether or not it will
pay them to ship potatoes in barrelsor bags, or to try the experi;ment of shipping the tubers loose.in carload lots.

more than that, to wit: A milliondollar"Jimmy Valentine" of the
highly expert type, and incidentally
a leader in his profession, having
held undisputed sway over a gang
of a dozen crooks, with whose "co'operation" he relieved safea in New
York's financial district of $1,200,000
worth of caah. jewelry and gilt-edfce
securities.
The youtn is Richard Armstrong,

a Broolclynite, who. with ten other
cracksmen. was arreated April 12.
and over since has sulkily stood pat
on his prea of not guilty to three
char-Ken. until today. Just after the

ijury had been completed, he changed
{ his pleu to guilty of third degree
burglary and turned informer
against himself and his brethren of
the craft.
