- JArcher, astronomer at Georgetown
Dniversity, and J. H. Spencer, mete-
orologist in charge of the local
Weather Bureau, such halos are of
common occurrence, but ssldom as
bright as was the case yesterday.

The halo is due to sun rays strik-
ing cirro-stratus clouds passing be-
tween the earth and the sun. The
clouds, full of moisture, usually con-
tain ice needles which act as a
prism to reflect the rays back to the
sun, causing the halo. Such halos
are of two sizes, the one yesterday
being the smaller.
