wiliingness to acknowledge illness]
either to the world or to one's self,
the mistake is made of postponing
the visit to the physician. The patientbears the discomfort and suf-
fering. hoping the trouble will cure

itself. Many a curable disease has
been allowed to run on in this way
until some vital spot is involved
and the trouble too far advanced
for medical skill to overcome.

Pain Is one of the most trust-
worthy warnings that attention to
the mechanism itself is needed or

at least to our operation of it. For.
the sake of our friends we have no
