Real Leader Found.
The government' beieves it has

learned the real leader of the
British revolutionary party. To the
surprise of the government he isj
a member of parliament who has
taken advantage of his official
position and immunity from arrest
to guide and direct a movement
to overthrow the government by
communist agitation. It was stated
on high authority tonight that a

lieutenant colonel who distinguishedhimself ^uring the war by his
services in 1* ranee, had been harboringRussian couriers during
their stay in London and that his
home has been used as the Bolshevistheadquarters here.

In the documents seised the gov-'
ernment discovered who the men1
were who had been spending large
sums of money bribing sailors of
the navy. One expenditure of 300
pounds on one British warship has
already been established. Further
payments in the army have also!
been traced.

RUNAWAY SHIP
ENROUTE TO U.S.
Turkish Vessel, on "Outlaw"Voyage, May Not

Be Allowed to Dock.
A new problem in irhmigration

will confront United States port authoritiesat New York with the
arrival in a few days of the Turk-
ish ship Guldjemal, which stole
away from Constantinople about ten
days ago without the permission of
port authorities.

It is also suspected that the ship
left without passport vises for her
large list of passengers, without
medical inspection, and without
clearance papers.

If the ship appears at New York
or Norfolk and is forbidden to dock,
as now seems likely, it is thought
probable the "outlaw" vessel will
attempt to make a landing in Mexicoor South America.

It is rumored that there are many
cases of typhus on the ship. If this
is true it is unlikely that the ship
will be allowed to dock at any port,
and may be forced to return to
Constantinople.

PRESIDENT IS FLAYED

Characterized as Millstone

GERMANYPLANSTODRAFT
ARMYOFWORKINGYOUTHS

Rich and Poor Would be Forced Into
Industrial Service to Avoid

Catastrophe.
By S. B. CONGER.

Berlin, Oct 26.A proposal to reintroduce universal compulsoryservice in Germany, not military but industrial, is under
consideration here as the sole means of avoiding a financial
catastrophe and of enabling the nation to fulfill he reparation
obligations under the peace treaty.
The plan of creating a conscript army, like that which Soviet

Russia mobilized, and of employing the country's youth, rich and
poor alike, in the mines, forests and on farms.visionary as it
seems.has already received the approval of the Mihistcr of
Finance.

The central thought of the plan is to employ as large a proportionof the conscripts as possible in the coal mines, producing
at a minimum cost the coal for reparations and a surplus for exprt,t finance imprts and necessary foodstuffs. An auxiliary corps
w31 be employed in German forests cutting mine props and other
timber and on the government domains producing for the miners'
army.

The measure would provide by legislation that every able
bodied man be required to devote a part of his life, between'
18 and 25, to the industrial service of the country, the strongest
in coal mining, the others in auxiliary sen ice, the term of service
is to be measured not in years and months but in productive
effort. The mining recruit, for example, having the prospect
of freeing himself as soon as he ha spnoduced a specified quantityof coal. Conscription, it is figured, will yield about 300,000
men fit for mining scrvicc.

The men of the industrial army could be housed in barracks,
thus meeting the housing problem, which is the chicf obstacle at
present to increasing coal production. The price of production
would be lessened by the fact that the mine props or timbering
could be provided from the state forests by the forestry corps
and food will be largely produced on the old crown domains
now leased to private farmer*, but henceforth to be cultivated
by another section of the labor army.

It was estimated the disturbancehas cost the taxpayers 115.000,000,and that the miners have
lost $40,000,000 in wages. In ad-

Says on Campaign.

Paris. Oct. 26. Stephan? Lausannesums up the Harding-Cox
campaign in the .Matin by sayingr
there is only one direct issue.that
of future foreign policy with re-

gard to the peace treaty and the
covenant of the league of nations.
and, after a strong appeal for at
least the moral aid of the New
W6rld. the writer asks whether the
United States will continue to play
th*> role of '"silent observer," add- J
ing: "The silent observer has a

name in history.it is called Pon-
tius Pilate." In a careful analysis,
Lauzanne says:
"There is little or no divergence

on gr«-at economic questions nor
toward internal elements of disorder.but there is a profound rtif-
ference on the question of foreign
policy. Gov. Cox bravely accepted
the heritage of Wilson, and had to

take on his shoulders the burden
of the league. Senator Harding re-

Hope *eea la Harding.

'The words of M. Bourgeois are

most illuminating." said Senator
Harding.
"We have been told by the great

American authority on the covenant,
the President, that Article X is Its
heart. Now comes M. Bourgeois,
president of the league, and says
it is not important. He informs us
that 'all that i» efficacious in the
covenant is set forth in other articles.'This can only mean that,
even if Article X was eliminated
its effect woul<f still be preserved
in other articles. Doubtless he
means that if Article X were eliminated.*Article XI would still hava
the same effect. That was repeatedlycharged during the Senate discussionaid never convincingly denied.

"It all illustrate* the utter impossibilityof getting n li
to what the covenant means, tnat
it would obligate the United States
to do. It is the complete demonstrationthat the only safety for
the*United States is to remain outsideuntil we may unite upon a

pl^n for an association of nations
that shall mean the same thing
everybody, and under which we

shall know, beyond uncertainty or
equivocation, our precise obligation.
Free America can give that setrice
to the world."

Ts# Parties Far Apart.
It was apparent that Senator

Harding welcomed the opportunity
afforded by the Bourgeois incident
to restate the Republican position
««n the league, particularly in view
of the announcement of Gov. Cox
at Huntington. W. Va.. last night
that he now favored "clarifying reservations."Senator Harding's plain
intimation was that despite the progressionof Gov. Cox's attitude
toward the league and his deflection
from straight Wilsonian league
doctrine, the two parties to the
campaign still remained as far apart
as ever.
