FRANCE RUSHES AID

Warships and Transports in
Move to Prevent Occu-

pation of Sebastopol.

PARIS, Nov. 13.—Completely
crushed by the Bolshevik onslaught
Baron Wrangel's army already has
begun evacuation of the Crimean
Peninsula, according to ulnl;oﬂcl.l.l
dispatches received here shortly be-
fore midnight. French warships and
transports were sald to be alding the
embarkation.

The reports stated that occupation
of Sebastopol by the Soviet forces
was imminent. The dispalches said

that the Reda plerced Wrangel's
front in the Perekop sector on
Thursday. Later information re-

selved by the foreign office sald that
Wrangel was preparing to flee from
the peninsula with as much of his
army as he can find ships for.

fRush of Victorious Reds.

Meantime the victorious Reds were
said to be pouring into the peninsula
rapidly through the break in the
Perekop defense line gn the Isthmus,
which they outflanked by crossing
the frozem Sea of Azof to the rear
of the Wrangelites.

Wrangel's troops were reported to
be losing their grip on town after
town, fighting desperately to pre-

vent further flanking movements
with consequent large scale cap-
tures.

The French foreign office re-
ceived & delayed message stating
the anti-Bolshevik leader was then
preparing to remove the clvilian
population at once.

“Position Precarious.”

“Baron Wrangel's position is in-
creasingly precarious,” the foreign
office ted. *“The Bolsheviki have
captured Usszsik and great quantities
of war materials,

“Petlura and Balakovitch have
jointly launched an offensive against
the Bolsheviki on a wide fromt in
Ukrainia. The latter already has oc-
cupled the entire Mosyr district.”

A wireless communique from Mos-
zow stated: “Wrangel's fate is the
same as that of Kolchak, Denikine
and Yudenitch. A proclamation from
him transferring his powers to the
Grand Duke Michael Alexandroviteh,

CITY DEFEATING
WHITE PLAGUE,

Health Figures Show 73 Per
Cent Mortality Decrease
Since 1880.

Washington is fighting itself free
sf the White Plague, according to
figures published yesterday by the
Association for Prevention of Tuber-
:ulosis of the District which has
wamed the first two weeks of Decem-
ber for the annual Christmas se
sale.

Health office statistics, officlals of
the association declare, show that
while in 15380 thers were 317 deaths
per 100.000 of white population and
396 per 100,000 colored from tuber-
sulosis, the death rate in 1919 had
yeen cut down 73 per cent for whites
and 65 per cent for negroes.

*“This reduction places the District
n the front rank in success of ef-
‘orts for reduction of the death rate
‘rom a disease which annually kills
150,000 in the United States,” says a
statement of the association.

“The general educational cam-
saign, which has been conducted by
‘he- Association for Prevention of
Tuberculosis since its organization
u a committee of the Assoclated
Tharities in 1903 and as an inde-
pendent soclety since 1908, is be-
liaved to have had a wery direct
searing upon results obtalned.”

FOR DISTRICTAT
SHORT SESSION

Long Needed Legislation to
Be Passed Soon, Say
Optimists.

MANY SOLONS IN TOWN

Committees Becoming Act-
ive on Laws Which Will
Aid City.

The coming short ux:lon of Con-
gress is seen as a prqpluoua one for
District legislation by the seerg on
Capitol Hill, who predict that many
long-needed laws for Washington
will be placed on the statute books
before the gavel falls on March 4,
next.

This Congress, as has been the
case with other Congresses when
the Incumbent party was overs
thrown by the election, will be

known as the “Don’t Care Con-
gress,” It was explained. Nearly 200
of its members will not return for
the next session. Naturally their
interest In pending legislation will
be somewhat distracted by the ne-
cessity for providing future occu=

pations. Most of these men are
Democrats. The Republicans, al-
ready l"In control, are expected,

through this lack of interest on the
part of retiring members, to feel
virtually as much strength as when
their force is augmented by new
members in the following session.

Must Divert Excess Energy.

Although in centrol of the legis-
lative bodies, it Is pointed out, the
Republicans will be reluctant about
passing important national legisla-
tion that would require the signa-
ture of a Democratic President, as
credit-for the legislation necessarily
would be divided,

Therefore, it is & matter of course,
say the seers, that the Hepublicans,
full of ambition as a result of their
new-found power, must divert their
excess energy to the less-important
or local legislation.

Indications bearing this pesition
out already are apparent, Members
of committees, before which legisla-

ing, are beginning to appear In

80 many previous announcements
have been made of an alleged cure
for tuberculosis that officials were
reticent about attaching complete
credence to the latest report. The
fact, however, of the attachment of
the name of so noted a scientist as
Dr. Calmette and of the Pasteur In-
stitute werved to dispel many
doubts.

“It looks very importidnt” Dr. J.
W. Shereschewsky, head of the Bu-
reau of Investigation of the Public
Health Service, declared after read-
ing the report. “I do not know Dr.
Calmette persofially, but I know he
is a man whose reputation adds
welght to what he says.'”

Dr. C. F. Bolduan of the Public
Health Bervice, recaled that Dr. Cal-
:nell.it’e vuh!n IWuhintton in 1908 at-
ending the International Congress
on Tuberculosis. At that -time, he
said, the French scientist created
somewhat of a stir with the intro-
duction into this country of a test
for tuberculosis. This test, he said,
sunplant%d to “n;:i extent a test dis-
covered by wvon rqu of Vienna,
although not mrmnel?:iy.

Dr. Bolduan recalled that a Ger-
man scientist, Emil von Behring was
quite sure that he had discovered an
anti-tuberculosis wvaccine. In his
book on “Suppression of Tuberculo-
sis,” Dr. Bolduan sald, the German
scientist, who died about two years
ago, told how he thought he had ar-
rived at the same results that Dr.
Calmette now seems to have
achleved. He pointed out that von
Behring discovered the diphtheria
anti-toxin.

Cause of Upward Trend.

An asalysis, gleaned from infor-
mation from wvarious sources shows
that the present upward trend of the
price of coal is to a large extent due
to the practice of operalocs to place
their coal on the open market, ig-
noring contracts and allowing bid-
ding for it, selling to the highest
bidder., ompetitive bidding by cities
and towns has also raised the price
of coal at the mines.

Miners and operators are reported
as showing preference to the cities
and towns of the Western and
Northwestern States in coal deliv-
eries. This is excused and justified
by them in a statement that Wash-
ington and other cities nearer the
mines could be supplied with coal
on short notice.

The present average work of coal
miners is two days 3 week. This
according to one local dealer, has
caused this year's production of coal
to fall behind at least 6,000,000 tons
The last etrike continuing three
weeks, came when cities and towns
were laying In their winter supply.
Another reason given is the demor-
alization of railroad equipment and
facilities by government ownership,
also the strikes of the switchmen
and other railroad employes.

Bolivian Minister
Sees Peace by League

PARIS, Nov. 13.—F. A. Aramayo,
Bolivian minister to France. who
will represent hiz couniry at the
opening meeting of the league of
nations assembly Monday in Gene-
va, sald today that he will present
the claims of Bolivia in the treaty
of 1904 with Chile which deprived
the former of access to the sea.

“We have faith in the interna-
tional institution which will insure
world pesce,” he said.

The ays-
tem of alliances has shown what 1t
is worth for general peace. A new
war would be a cataclysm in which
the results of the civillzation of
centuries would perish.
