which is drawing multitudes to the
Lyric Theater, also drew multitudes
to the Rev. May's church when he
announced it as his text for the
next sermon on his list.
May intends to discuss the problemof human hypocrisy as it revealsitself in 'The Prude's Fall."

ing for rhyme rather than portent; H
and the very evanescent nature thus
imparted to the play seems con- j
trasted almost harshly with the L
nearly perfect realism of the Be-
lasco settings. The audience, ad-1]
ditionally spends, perforce, much
.time in a critical appraisal of the
merits of stage pantomime.an oc- <
cupation dolorously boresome to
some of us. and while the producer!
has colored the play gorgeously with I
the atmosphere of the theater, it is1
the spirit of the Paris theater of1
lb39 and its tiresome pantomimes

jfor which he asks sympathetic ap-.
preciation.
Deburau, the chief character, is

the premier Pierrot of the Paris
Theater of that period. Spurning

1 the gentler sex, he succumbs at last
to a charmer who trifles with his
passion. Repudiating wife and"'
home, he returns there to find the }i
wife gone, leaving behind their
young son. Returning to the home,
of the fair one, he finds her in the
.arms of another admirer. ji

Somehow, this scene clearly fail-ii
ed of the requisite intensity. The
situation is obviously tragic in in-;
tent; in practice it comes perilously j'

'close to comedy, even burlesque,
Somehow this clown, this Pierrot,!
seems short of heroic stature, a
rather tiresome sort, who goes into
a decline, as 'twere, and waits for
years for his light-o'-love to visit
him.0
When she does come he realizes

that love is dead and, rising to full
height, he once again assails the,
high places of the theater. He has
been away too long, though, and
he is no longer the Deburau of old.
He is hooted from the stage, and his'
world of art. as well as his world
of love, topples about his ears. Here,
then, are two tragic moments, both
of which ring strangely hollow.!
They are tragic, perhaps, but withoutmajesty or grandeur of tragedy.

It is hard also to believe that a
Pierrot and a pantomimist, however j
great, can be the idol of a populace,
One does not, of course, doubt the j
logic of the fact; one simply fails
to understand how it could be.
The final episode sees Deburau

launch his son as his successor.
One is not permitted to know the
outcome of that adventure, but successfor the boy is assumed. This
final act is inclined to be wearisome.There is a deal of preaching
and philosophizing that fails to
spirit away the 11:30 theater fatigue
and as the Belasco anaesthetic
slowly passes one wanders forth
wondering whether. after all.
"Deburau" is worth all the time and
care that has been expended upon it.
