' embassies in Washington in 190S.
Touring the war the very name of

Battenberg became so offensive to
the Knglish people that the family
anglicized It into Mountbatten. givingup at the same time all Germanictitles and affiliations. The
Marquis of Carisbrooke then ceasedin be His Highness Prince AlexanderAlbert of Battenberg. and in
1917 was created the Marquis of
Tarisbrooke. taking his title from
Carisbrooke Castle in the Isle of
Wight, his mother. Princess Beatrice.being governor and captain
of the Isle of Wight and governor
of Carisbrooke Castle. The young
marquis wa« in the royal navy from
1903 to 19#*. becoming a second
lieutenant in the Grenadier Guards
in 1911. He served In the great
war. rose to the rank of captain and
later joined the staff.
