Colombian treaty represents an attemptto besmirch the reputation
( of Theodore Roosevelt with the Imputationthat he Incited the cession

of Panama were up In arms at once.

The demonstration of hostility was

such that administration leaders

virtually abandoned hope of ratificationof the treaty at the present
special session of the Senate.
An effort is now being made to

obtain an agreement to tike up the

treaty on a fixed date In the forthcomingextraordinary session of the

Sixty-seventh Congress, and In that

event the special aesslon of ths Senatewill adjourn next Saturday.
Merit. !* « Dineasned.

The President s message was receivedand read in secret session,
and was not made public. It Is uuderstoodto have been very general
In nature and did not enter Into a

discussion of the merits of the
treaty. Mr. Harding merely expressedthe desire for quick action,
on the ground that ratification was

necessary to restore cordial relationsbetween the United States and
I Colombia.

Ths moment The reading of the
message was concluded Senator
Hiram. Johnson was on hln fnet demandingconsideration of the treaty
In open session. In this he was supportedby Senators Borah. Lanroot
and Kellogg.
They declared that In view of the

precedent set by the Senste during
the consideration of the treaty of
Versailles. It would be most unfortunateto revert to the old practice
rf considering such a matter as the
Colombian treaty behind closed
doors. They pointed out further
that the treaty had already beea
discussed In the open and than no
good would come from throwln* a

veil of mystery over the final proceedings.
VmU Answer Critics.

Senator Johnson called attention
to the fact that charges have been
made time and again by DemocraticSenators against Theodore
Roosevelt in connection with the
part played by Mr. Roosevelt In the
Panama revolution and he wanted
an opportunity to answer these assertionsin public. .

Senator Lodge. Republican leader,
told the Senate that he had an importantstatement regarding the
treaty to make to Senators in confidenceOpponents of the treaty
suggested that he make the statementIn confidence and that the
doors of the Senate then be thrown
open to the public Before a decisioncould be reached on this
point, however, new compllcstions
were added to ths situation by SenatorUnderwood, of Alabama. Democratlcleader, who said he waa
opposed to taking the treaty cp
at the present session. Mr. Underwooddeclared that Democratic Senatorswere la need of a rest and
tfcat the only chance for a vacation
they would have would b« removed
tt the Senate was held in a longdrawnoutsession to ratify the Colombiantreaty.
A quickly arranged alliance of

the Insurging Republicans and the
Democrats followed Mr. Underwood'sstatement. The Democrats
rallied to a man behind Senator Underwood'sdemands for a postponementof action. On the Republican
side, a poll disclosed at least twenty-oneSenators strongly opposed
to the Colombian treaty.

* Coalition Galas Control.
Although many of the Democrats

favor ratification of the treety. they
were willing fc unite with the RepublicanInsurgents to the extent of
forcing a postponement. The coalitionmustered considerably over a
majority of the Senate and an adjournmentfollowed.
Senator Lodge gave opposition

Republicans to understand later In
ths day that ha would have no objectionto pontponlng nctlon until
next ssaslon If a date were fixed for
taklag up the pact later on. The
insurgents were Inclined to enter
such an agreement.

It was reported that administrationleaders are prepared to disclosenow aad Important rennona for
ratifying the treaty. It la also
stated that Secretary of the Interior
Pall, who has bean largely Instramentaltn persuading Mr. Harding
to revive the Colomblna treaty, will
bs sble to furnish Information to
the effect that Theodore Roosevelt
was not opposed to ratification of
the pact, although whea It was first
proposed he denoanced tt as "internationalblackmail."

DR. SAWYER FOR
WELFARE TASK
Ohioan to Lay Groundworkfor Creation of

New Department.
RANK AS GENERAL
TO GIVE AUTHORITY
White House Statement
Supplemented by {hitlineof Plans
One of the most Important departmentalsurveys, possible to be

followed by the creation of an entirelynew department, was entrustedby President Harding to Dr.
Charles £. Sawyely^of Mhrlon, Ohio,
his physician and lifelong friend,
yesterday.
Upon the completion of Dr. Sawyer'sImportant , task. President

Harding will ask Congress to enactthe legislation necessary to createa Department of Education snd
Public Welfare, a new Cabinet portfolio.which probably will be held
by a woman.

la Proposed Department.
To this department Will be transferredthe following governmental

agencies and all their activities:
The Woman's Bureau and the

Children's Bureau of the Departmentof Labor.
Bureau ot Education of the Departmentof the Interior.
War Rtak Insurance Bureau and

Public Health Service, now under
the Treasury Department

Federal Board for Vocational Educationand all other governmental
agenclaa dealing with soldier relief.
It la contemplated that all activitieswhich have to do with the war
veterans will be concentrated In
one bureau under the new department.

It also Is planned to transfer to
the new department the administrationof those functions dealing
with naturalisation and As»s»ldhnisationof allena. Un^er this .plan
the Americanization Bireas or the
Department of Labor would be
transferred to the new department.

White Hmh Announcement.
Formal announcement of Dr. Sawyer'sselection to lay the foundation

of the new department was containedIn the following statement
made public at the White House.
"President Harding has long since

been convinced that the affairs relatingto public welfare, such as
public health, education and social
justice, are so Intimately related and
vital to the nation's perwetullifr, that
he has decided to begin at once a
careful survey of all matters pertainingto these subjects.
"That there may be no delay, ha

haa nominated Dr. Charlea E. Sawyer,of Marlon, a man of long and
practical experience in such matters,to a brigadier generaicy In the
Medical Corps of the United States
army, thereby not only securing the
services of Dr. Sawyer as a physicianat the White House when professionalattention is necessary, but
also giving to him direct authority
to make a thorough investigation of
the needs of these subjects and to
present the accumulated facta with
such suggestions as his observationsmay warrant in the bringing
about of a concrete plan of co-ordinationand most efficient and economicoperation of these affairs."

Sawyer Outlines Plana.
When informed of this announcement.Dr. Sawyer outlined his plans

for laying the groundwork of the
new department.

"It will be an undertaking which,
when completed.' will advance socialwelfare in America," aaid Dr.
Sawyer. "President Harding is for
It, as he has frequently Indicated
in his public utterances.

'The real basis of the idea Is this:
That there is a very Intimate relationbetween public health, educationari3 so-called 'social justice.*
We are going to investigate these
subjects. And out what they really
represent and mean, and see how
they can be co-ordinated Into a generalplan.
