About that time a chol-
era epidemic occurred in our South-
ern States and It was believed at
that time that the cholera germ
eould mot survive at low tempera-
tures. Congress passed a bill pro-
vidiag for the construction of a
nickel-steel ship in which a re-
frigerating apparatus could be in-
stalled _ao .that the cholera victims
could Ue kept aboard this ship un-
der low temperatures. The altempts
to tArzy out this contract led grhad-
ualy to the large use of nickel for
alloylng with steel -for many pur-
posea, and of course was a vital
elemant in war equipment.”
